Rut Littlejohn - Decides to
Stand His Trial

TN,

Magistrate Was Surprised — If
Prize Fight is Proved Littlejohn
Goes to Jail.

Beth McLeod, who along with Dan
Littlejohn, was arrested on Monday

evening for taking part in a prize fight,
has satisfied the law by leaving a de-
posit and not turning up when the case
was called for trial, while Littlejohn is
enjoying his Liberty, but is to stand trial
on Tuesday next.

The men were allowed to go.on Wed-
nesday, having put up one hundred
dollars each, as a guarantee that they
would be in court this morning at ten
o’clock. McLeod was the first to ar-
rive and Littlejohn was but a few
minutes behind time. After the other
business had been disposed of the case
was called. Deputy Chief Jenkins said
he was ready to go on and A, W. Mac-
rae, who was acting in conjunction with
E. S. Ritchie, asked that he be given
an opportunity to talk over the matter
with the men,

His honor expressed surprise at the
turn affairs had taken. The men had
been arrested Monday night and there
had been lots of time to consider mat-
ters. He was surprised to see them in
court, having expected that the de-
posit would be forfeited. The question
to be decided was whether it was a
prize fight or not. Half the town was
debating on the question, but after he
heard the evidence he would settle that
point promptly, and if it was proved
to be a prize fight he would send the
participants where they would not
have a chance to engage in a similar
event for months to come. There would
be no option of a fine.

Mr, Macrae pressed for an adjourn-
ment, and it was finally agreed that the
case should come up at 11.30 o’clock.
The men were allowed to go, W. E.
Baxter, who put up the money, agree-
ing to the further adjournment.

The big crowd present in court to hear
the trial left when the men went out,
and the general opinion was that they
would not go back, but forfeit the de-
posit. However, promptly at 11.80 Lit-
tlejohn presented himself to court and
after calling Mcleod's name several
times and waiting for a reasonable
time, his honor announced the deposit
forfeited and the case against Little-
john was proceeded with. Deputy Chief
Jenkins and Detective Killen gave their
evidence, describing the dstails of the
bout, which ended after two minutes
4nd a half furious sparring in Little-
john being knocked out.

An adjournment was then made, as
several other witnesses are to be heard
and it is necessary that Deputy Chief

ent in the county court this afternoon,
when the case against Blair Hurd,
Henderson will come up. ]

GOLD SEEKERS STARVING.

Miners in the Klondyke Have $2,-
000,000 in Gold, But Have to
Eat Dog Meat.

TACOMA, May 27.—Miners on Tanana

River and its tributaries have taken
to horse and dog meats while waiting
the arrival of supplies.

Staples have been very short all
winter on the Tanana all winter. Early
in May flour was $40 per hundred and
oats 25 cents a pound at Fairbanks.
Ham and bacon, sugar, rice and lard
were entirely out. Some dogs were
first killed to save them from dying of
starvation. Later meat become 80
scarce that dogs and horses were kill-
ed for food pending the arrival of sup-
plles now en route from Dawson by
steamer. The Tanana district will
probably produce $2,000,000 in gold this
season by primitive methods. The
introduction of machinery wil greatly
increase the production,

JAPS CAPTURE

KIN CHAU

AFTER 5 DAYS FIGHTING.

S

Russians Report that 1,500 of the
E)nemy Were Killed — Japs Near-

ing Port

Arthur.

NEARING PORT ARTHUR,

OKI1O, May 27.—10 a. m.—After five
days of desperate fighting the Japan-
ese captured Kin Chou yesterday even-
ing. Nan Quan Ling, & stronghold of
the enemy was taken later after a hot
fight. An artillery duel still continues.
The Russian gunboat bombarded the
Japanese left flank from Talien Wan
Bay, while the Japanese warships
worked with the army from Kinchou
Bay.

TOKIO, May 27—10 a. m.—Vice-
Admiral Togo has now established a
complete blockade around the southern
end of the Liao Tung peninsula. This
completely envolves Port Arthur, from
the sea and probably marks the open-
ing of the final bombardment of the
town and its fortifications.

TOKIO, May 27.—(Noon)—The Jap-
anese troops have swept all the Rus-
gians from their defences west of Tal-
fen Wan Bay. It {8 now Iimprobable
that any resistence will be encountered
in the territory north of Port Arthur.,

ARTILLERY BEAR THE. BRUNT,

L.ONDON, May 27.—A despatch from
Tokio to the Central News dated to-
day, says: “Thé fighting which cul-
minated in the Japanese occupation of
Kin Chow was practically confined
to an artillery duel, which, beginning
at dawn of May 26, continued without
intermission for five hours. Three
Japanese warships in Kin Chou Bay
co-operated. A Russian gunboat in
Tallen Wan Bay also Jjoined: in the
fight, bombarding the left flank of the
Japanese army.

Kin Chow castle was occupied by the
Japanese at twenty minutes past five
this morning. Later the Russians
were driven from their positions on the
southern heights. The Japanese are
now in pursuit of the Russian artil-
lery.

FOOD SCARCE IN PORT ARTHUR.

NEW CHWANG, May 27.—The Ja-
panese estimate the strength -of the
Russians about Port Arthur at twenty
thousand men. The former have fifty
thousand men at Kin Chou.

Chinese +who escaped from Port
Arthur say food is growing scarce
there and there is good authority for
saying the Japanese believe they can
starve out the Russians in three
month., The Russians who recently
purchased 1,500 junk anchors shipped
them today to Chung Tung Tsu, where
they will block the river to prevent
the produce of that section leaving.
Fodder is especlally scarce. Much
contraband of war is arriving at this
port. The French steamer Bourbon
landed 66,000 sacks of flour today. A
British cruiser at Ching Wan Tao is
awaiting instructions from the consul
here, who will not make any statement
for publication. i

JAPANESB PLANS .

{

LONDON, May 27.—Baron Hayashi,
the Japanese minister, discussing the
recent fight north of Port Arthur, said
today: Kin Chou will be occupied as a
Japanese base. The neighboring hills
will be strongly fortified in order that
they can be held indefinitely. For food
suppli2s and ammunition, Port Dalny
will be a second base. The hills com-
manded positions of the country for
several miles in the direction of Port
Arthur,

I presume from the action at KXin
Chou that the Russians intend to make
another stand at Port Dalny. Their
justification for defending Kin Chou
must have been the belief that their
numbers were able to cope with ours,
so I expgct that practically all the
available Russian troops have been
moved out from Port Arthur:in the at-
tempt to beat off the investment.

RUSSIANS HAVE SUBMARINES.

NEW CHWANG, May 27, morning.—
The Russian authorities here declare
that a Japanese battleship has been
sunk by a submarine boat and that
three craft of this class are now at
Port Arthur and another en route to
Vliadivostok by rail.

A French priest just arrived from
Mukden says twenty thousand Rus-
sian troops are stationed there and
that an army 'of one hundred thou-
sand men is at Liao Yang, with heavy
reinforcements arriving daily.

Fen Ling Keto, who was deported by
the Russians in July last and escaped,
has recently returned and has gath-
ered five thousand brigands near Kwan
Ling and is harrassing his old ene-
mies. :

HEAVY JAP LOSS REPORTED.

ST. PETERSBURG, May 27. — St.
Petersburg is filled with all sorts of
rumors regarding fighting, which the
general staff has for three days been
convinced is in progress on the lower
part of the Liao Tung peninsula, but
nothing official has been received. For
instance, a story is going the rounds
that General Fock (who was in com-
mand of the Russian advanced position
at Kin Chou) got between two of the
enemy’s columns, inflicting heavy loss
on them, but that the news is being
held from announcement until today,
the anniversary of Emperor Nicholas’
coronation. A special despatch from
Liao Yang also repeats with slight
variations the report cabled to the
Associated Press May 28rd regarding
the loss, of 15,000 Japanese before Kin
Chou, saying that the enemy’s columns
got into a cross fire from Genera}
Fock’'s artillery. This seems to have
no real foundation in fact.

The idea that a Japanese movement
upon QGeneral Kuropatkin's position Is
awaiting upon the resuit of present
operations against Yort Avthur ie

strengthened. A Russian 'correspon-
dent of the Associated Press at Liao
Yang last night mentioned the exist-
ence at the Russian headquarters
there of the belief that there has been
a change in the-army’s plan.

General Kuroki is bringing up heavy
supplies and guns to his position at
Feng Wang Cheng.

VLADIVOSTOK, May 26, Thursday.
—Everything remains perfectly quiet
in the town and its vicinity. The fog
has lifted and the weather is fine.

BAREFOOT LAD
A BUNCO MAN.

Made> $500 Dead Easy and
Then Got Caught.

Got Lots of Money for Imaginary
Stocks—*Gee, Ain't People
Easy” He Says.

NEW! YORK, May 26.—Ckas. Lester
Murphy, a barefoot country lad was
committed to the county jail at New-
ark, N, J., today in default of $1,000
bail,"on a charge of swindling. When
arraigned before U. S. Cornmissioner
Whitehead, Murphy admitted that he
had purchased a mail order list from
a firm that furnishes addresses of per-
sons living in rural districts and that
he had witten to many of those on the
list asking if they did not wish to
purchase stock that would yield “a
profit in the interest of 50 per cent.”

His part in each transaction ended,
he said, with the receipt of the money.

Murphy lived with his parents in a
ramshackle cottage in a farming dis-
trict outside of Berkeley Heights, N.
J., and received his mail ‘at Scotch
Plains and Fanwood, under the name
of James D. Murphy.

NEW YORK, May 27.—According to
the story told to the U. S. postal in-
spector, Meharey, by Charles Lester
‘Murphy, the only requisite to the suc-
cessful operation of a swindling game,
is to write letters at random from a
ready made malling list and then sit
down and walit the arrival of letters
containing money, says the World.
Inspector Meharey found Murphy rest-
ing on a rail fence at his home at Berk-
ley, N. J. The inspector at first was
unable to believe the alleged swindler
‘he sought was the barefooted, gawky
end altogether uncouth country lad
swho responded to his inquiry for Mur-
\phy by saying, “That’'s me, what do
you want?” The postal authorities
have for some time been looking for
an alleged swindler who was sending
letters to farmers in various parts of
this country and Canada. These let-
ters informed the recipients that the
.gender, ‘“James B. Murphy, was in
possession of valuable stock, which he
was ready to sell at ridiculously low
prices.” To some his stock was Western
Union Telegraph stocks, to others he
offered Marconi Wireless, but to most
he offered “Lunar Oil Company” stock.
P. J. Robb, of Lima, Ohio, sent $75 for
$1,000 worth of Lunar oil stock. When
Robb failed to receive his money’s
worth he complained to the post office

_ |authorities and it was through his

complaint that Murphy was arrested.

“You've got me all right,” said the
youth to Meharey. Then he told the in-
spector that he had just taken a no-
tion to send the letter after he had got
possession of a “malling list,”” which
had been sent to him by a publishing
house and for which he had paid 25
cents,

“I did not think so many answers
would come,” said Murphy, ‘“but they
pame in fast. Some had money in them
in amounts of $50 and $75. I made
about $500 clear on the scheme in a
few weeks. I did not send the stocks
I promised, because I did not have
any. I just made up the “Lunar Oil
Company” in my own mind. Gee—but
ain’t some people easy.” .

Murphy pleaded guilty. He sald *“h
did not want no examination or no-
thing,” and was committed. He is 21
wears old.
