‘Dr, Lindsay Parker, on " Life’s Supreme Ideal.”

Dr. Lindsay Parker, rector of St. Pe-
ter’'s church, Brooklyn, in the chapel
of Packer Institute, preached the bac-
calaureate sermon before the faculty
and students. The subject of the ex-
cellent discourse was ‘Life’s Supreme
Ideal.” The text was from Ephesians
v:l: “Be ye therefore followers of God

as dear children.” Among other things,
Dr. Parker said:

These words of St. Paul set before us
the supreme ideal of life. You whom
I address tonight have, every one of
you, I doubt not, some ideal, some
standard of desire, the goal of swhich
you would fain reach, the prize which
would be to you the abundiant reward
of most patient and arduous pu:rsuit.
Each one of you might imnake your own
the words of this same apostle, in an-
other of his letters: “One irthing I do,
forgetting the things which are behind,
and stretching forward unto the things
which are before, I press onward to-
arwd the goal, unto the prize.” Will
you suffer me, dear friends, in my sin-
cere and earnest desire to minister to
you in some real and helpful way, to
ask, what is the one thing for you, what
is your supreme standard of desire, the
jdeal to the relization of which you are
willing to give your life, your one sa-
cred life in this world, with all its op-
portunities, powers, possibilities? My
sole business with you tonight is to pre-
sent the ideal of the text as one which
rules out all that were unworthy of
you as children of God, and which z}l-
lows and includes every desire and sim
and ambition which will beautify your
character and enrich and ennoble your
life.

Now this is one of those texts which
the revised version gives us much more
satisfactorily than the old. In the lat-
ter it reads: “Be ye, therefore, follow=-
ers of God, as dear children,” A weak,
roor . rendering, one cannot help feel-
of the splendid summons which
“Become, there-
as beloved chil-

ing,
St. Paul really gives:
fore, imitators of God,
dren.”

You see at once how clearly and for-
cibly this reading brings out the apos-
tle’s thought. To be a follower of God
may mean many things. To imitate
i~li1;1 can mean but one. That I am
God’'s dear child is indeed a thought
most sweet and comforting. But if
[ am His beloved, and if I know it, rea-
lize it, feel it—ah! then I am thril]ed,
uplifted, inspired! What is there now
that I may not aspire to and hope for?
What that I dare not attempt as my
Father’'s beloved child? “Become,
therefore, imitators of God, as beloved
children.”

Here now is one of the many illustra-
tions which the words of Christ and
His apostles afford of the divine hu-
manity. Hence their deep, invincible
faith in man, their lofty claims for him,
their bold, unquestioning challenge of
the nature which has in it the power
to respond; hence commands present-
ing the most exalted duties, solicita-

to be .something more than the mere
slave of ‘‘the categorical imperative.”

Rise bove the constraint and restraint
of:a “sense of duty.” Where the Spirit
of the Lord is there is libertythe glori-
pus liberty of the sons and’ daughters
of ‘'the Almighty. ‘“Become, therefore,
imitators of God,’ ’if you would be free
indeed, and know the true blessedneéss
of the ideal life, *! * =

Here, here is the secret of “the larger
nope.” Here is the great and precious
truth which we must hide in our
hearts, if we would not sin against God
our Father—and against our, own na-
fure—by doubting, the fullness of the
redemption which-is ours in Christ
Jesus our Lord, agtransfigured by the
mystic, mighty power of His spirit, we
are changed into the Divihe image,
made perfect even as our”Father who
is in heaven is - perfect. ‘“Become,
therefore, imitators of God, as beloved
children,” which means, if it means
anything at all, that ¢‘our life has its
law, as it has its essence in the divine
nature.” It is because I am by nature
the child of God—mark, by nature, not
made so in any mystical sense by bap-
tism, not becomingjso through any in-
ward spiritual expertence—because I
am by nature God&s child, that my
character has in it the elements of as-
similation to His character, and that
my life may be the life of God lived
here upon the earth.

And this is religion. You remember,

perhaps, Sabatier’s definition. ‘“Relig-
ion,” ’he says, ‘‘is the life of God in the
soul of man.”” Now'there is, there ean
be, I think, no better definition of re-
ligion than this. - It deseribes the re-
ligion of yesterday and of today and of,
all days that are yet to dawn upon this
world of ours. It is complete. It is
final. Whatever else religion is, it is
first of 21l and esentially this—‘‘the life
of God in the soul of man.” The relig-
ion which is not this is not the religion
of Him who says “I in them and thou
in Me, that they may be made perfect
in one, and that the world may know
that Thou hag sent me and hast loved
me as Thou has loved them.”
What a picture this, by the way, of
the Church of Jesus Christ, the univer-
sal, the ideal church, the church which
He had in mind when He utterad these
memorable words! Before any creed
was formulated, before any question of
church government or order was even
thought of, Christ’s great catholic
church was pietured and prophesied by
Himself, as one which should consist
of those in whom He should dwell—He
in whom dwelleth all.the fullness of the
Godhead, and who¥of His fullness
should receive grace answering to
grace, growing up into Him, their liv-
ing Head in all thimgs, changed into
the same image from glory to glory,
even as by the Spirit of the Lord.

So we come, as you must have seen
we surely would, to Him who has at
once defired for us and displayed to us
the image of God. That wonderful
word of our Inord, and this of His
apostle, might well bewilder our mind

tions encouraging the pursuit of nob-
lest virtues; hence the unhesitating dis- |
closure of such an ideal as that Which';
here gladdens the wuplifted eye, ana
makes the heart swell and throb v»'ith‘;
ihe power .of the grandest passion |
which human heart can know—to be |
like God! This, nothing less than this, |
is the desire which my text would
create and stimulate, this is the aimto |
which you are bidden to consecrate
your life. Here, in a word, is the Div-|
ine ideal which the Divine in you
makes possible of realization, unless
you realize which—hear me as I say
this, with the emphasis of strongest
conviction—unless you realize which,
you have not fulfilled the will of Godj
your Father concerning you, nor satis- |
fied the need and longing of your true
self.

Yes, it is as the children of God, His
beloved children, that you are summon-
ed to this splendid quest, this seeking
to realize in character and life the
ideal here set before you. You are
God’s children, sharing His nature. Let |
that nature assert itself. Give it free-:
dom and play. You bear your Father's |
image, dimmed and distorted, ’tis true, !
but, God be thanked, not lost by any |
child of His; be it yours to have it re-
stored, brightened, made ever more*
mmanifest and beautiful — this “image?}
and likeness’” which prove
are, in very deed and of a truth, God's
child.

exactness the “line upon line,” to ful-
fll to the last “jot and tittle” the “pre-
cept upon precept” of the divine com-
mandments, what would you be at your
highest and best but the law-abiding
subject of the Supreme Moral Gover-
nor of the universe, the obedient ser-
vant of the Great Master of mankind?
Law, as law, could never give to you
the freedom, the exhiliration, the joy
of aspiration, that uplift and outlook
of glorious hope, that enthusiasm of
eager, glad pursuit, which are yours as
you press onward toward the goal for
the prize here set before you. Think,
think of what it means to be able to
say—‘‘Every day I live, through all the
varying experiences of my life, by all
its opportunities, by its restraints, by
its discipline, by its sacrifices and sor-
rows, by all its manifold methods and
processes of education, I am being fash-
foned into the image and likeness of
God!”

FROM BOBRIKOFF’S ASSASSIN

Letter to the Emperor of Russia
Telling Why the Deed Was

Committed.

STOCKHOLM, June 21.—The Afton-

blaet publishes 'a letter to the em-
peror of Russia, purportin to have
been written by. Eugene Schaumann,
the assassin of General Bobrikoff, gov-
ernor general of Finland, the original
of which Schaumann said would be
found upon his body after his deed had
been committed. The letter follows:

“Sire—Through the senate, which is
obedient to Bobrikoff, the latter has
succeeded in creating lawlessness in
Finland. Through lies and false re-
presentations Bobrikoff and Plehve
(minister of the interior) have induced
your majesty to issue ordinances in-
| compatible with Finnish laws, which
| vou promised at your succession to
guard firm and unshaken, The best
officials of the state have been re-
moved without trial in favor of fortune
hunters and others ineligible to state
office under Finnish laws, and some of
your most intelligent and trusted sub-
jects have been banished.

“Plehve, whose duty it is to report
to your majesty all matters concerning
the arand duchy of Finland, is not a
Finlander, has no knowledge of Fin-
land laws and customs and has com-
mon interests with Bobrikoff. There-
fore your maJjesty doss not get true
knowledge of the real situation.

““As it is not probable that the real
situation will be known to you in the
near future unless Bobrikoff be re-
moved, there is only one way to take
in self-defence, action to render him in-
mocuous. The remedy is evil, but it is
the only one.

“Your majesty, I have done my deed
alone, after mature deliberation and:
in the moment of death I swear there
was no conspiracy.

“Knowing your good heart and good
intentions, I implore solely that you
seek information regaraing the whole
empire, including Finland, Poland and
the Baltic provinces.
