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Londont May 9 (8 p.m.)—Field Mar­
shal Sir John French, commander-in­
chief of the British forces, sends the 
following report of the operations on 
the western line:

“Last night the enemy continued his 
attacks east of Ypres and made fur­
ther attacks today which have all 
been repulsed with heavy losses. Our 
line there is firmly established.

"This morning our first army at­
tacked the enemy’s line between Bois 
Grenier and Festubert and gained 
ground south and east toward Fromel- 
les. The fighting in this area cor.-

"Our airmen made successful at­
tacks on the St. Andre railway junc­
tion north of Lille and on the canal 
bridge at Dok, Fumes, Marquelles and 
La Bassee were also bombarded."

French Official Report.
Paris, May 9. 10.80 p. m.—The fol­

lowing official communication was Is­
sued tonight;

Between Nieuport and the sea the 
Germans made an attack, but were 
repulsed. They suffered heavy losses.

"The British troops have gained 
ground in the region of Fromelles.

"In the Loos sector we captured at 
some places two and at other places 
three lines of trenches, extending over 
a front of seven kilometres (about 
4 1-3 miles), which were strongly for­
tified.

“We have established ourselves In 
the village of La Targette and in half 
of the village of Neuville-St Voast. 
The conquered ground at some places 
is about two and a half miles in width. 
We took more than two thousand pri­
soners and six cannon.

"In the Champagne we repulsed an 
attack near SL Thomas, on the edge 
of the Argonne forest. At Bagatelle 
we were able to verify the extent of 
the losses sustained by the enemy in 
yesterday's attack. The Germans had 
used, without any success, asphyxiat­
ing bombs and burning fluids."

"First of all I gathered In a life­

boat fifty two persons, most of them 
women and children, and before I 
completed my load I had twenty bless­
ed youngsters aboard the old Storm 
Cock. Several of them were without 
their mothers, but all were taken In 
charge before we reached the harbor 
•by kindly women who forgot their own 
sorrows In ministering to others.

“One old lady 78 years, had been 
hours, but 

spry as any one. Many women faint­
ed on reaching our decks and when 
revived 'begged pitifully to be allow­
ed to retain their lifebelts as they 
were overmastered by the fear that 
the submarine would return to com­
plete Its work of destruction. Sever­
al died aboard my boat, and the scenes 
of grief and suffering became almost 
unbearable. The little Storm Cock 
brought 150 persons to Queenstown."

The most remarkable escape was 
that of R. J. Timmts of Gainesville, 
Texas, who was. returning to England 
for hie yearlv visit, accompanied by 
his chum, R. T. Moodte, also of Gaines­
ville. Both men gave their belts to 
steerage women just as the Lusitania 
sank. Tlmmis, who is a strong swim­
mer, remained in the water, clinging 
to various objects, for nearly three 
hours. Then he was taken Into a boat 
which he still had the strength to as­
sist In rowing.

The boat begap picking up from the 
water all those showing eizns of life 
and the first person rescued was the 
half-unconscious steerage woman to 
whom Tlmmis had given his life belt. 
Moodie sank when the ship went un­
der, and although he was a good swim­
mer he was not seen again. Moodie 
was all ready to jump when Tlmmis, 
who previously had given his belt to a 
woman, said: "There is a steerage wo­
man here with a six months old baby." 
Moodie promptly stripped Off his life 
belt, but it seems both he and the wo­
man perished.

Dr. J. T. Hopghton, of Troy, N. Y., 
one of the survivors, said there was 
no reason to fear any danger after the 
first explosion as it ■was believed the 
vessel would be headed for Queens­
town and beached it necessary. Just 
then, said Dr. Houghton, «the liner was 
again struck, evidently In a more vital 
spot for it began to settle rapidly. 
Orders then came from the bridge to 
lower all boat*. A near panic took 
place. People were rushed into the 
boats, some of which were launched 
successfully, others not so success­
fully.

G. D. Lane, a youthful, but cool- 
headed second cabin passenger, who 
was returning to Wales from New 
York, was In a lifeboat which capsized 
by the davits as the Lusitania heeled 
over.

“I was on the ‘B’ deck,” he cried, 
“when I saw the wake of the torpedo. 
I hardly realized what it meant when 
the big ship seemed to stagger and al­
most Immediately listed to starboard. 
I rushed to get a life belt, but stopped 
to help get children on the boat deck.

The second cabin was a veritable 
nursery Many youngsters must have 
drowned but I had the satisfaction of 
seeing one boat get away filled with 
women and children. When the water 
reached the deck I saw another life­
boat with a vacant seat which I took 
as no one else was In sight, but we 
were too late. The Lusitania reeled 
so suddenly our boat was swamped, 
but we righted her again.

“We witnessed the most horrible 
scene of human futility it is possible 
to Imagine. When the Lusitania had 
turned almost over she suddenly 
plunged bow foremost into the water 
leaving her stern high In the air. Peo­
ple on the aft deck were fighting with 
wild desperation to retain a footing on 
the almost perpendicular deck while 
they fell overboard like crippled files.
