iHeavy Fighting in Galicia and
Volhynia with Enemy Stub-
bornly Resisting at Some

Places.

Having captured Czernowits, capi-
tal of Bukowina, the Russians are
well on their way from that city and
from various points along the River
| Pruth, driving the Austrians before
them toward the Sereth river and the
Carpathian mountains. Numerous ad-
ditional prisoners have been captured
by the Russians in their drive, and
% moré guns, machine guns, ammuni-
[\on ana foodstufts have fallen into
their hands, Heavy fighting is still
in progress to the morth, in Galicia
and Volhynia, with the Russians gen-
erally on the offensive, but with the
AustroHungariang and the Germans
tenactously battling against their fur
ther advance.

In the region of the Pripet marshes
to the west of Kolki, and slofig thé
8 river, where the Kevel-Kovno
rallway crosses the stream, the Rue-
slans’ attacks. have been practically

lsed by the German general Von
*lngen‘s forces, according to Ber
1R while northwest of Lutsk the
pattle s goinggin favor of the Ger
mans., Petrograd admits the penetra~
tion “of the Russian lines by the Aus-
trians west of Lutsk, near the town
of Lokatchi, but says that later the
 Russians retrieved this setback. The
announcement of fighting in this re-
glon would indicate that the drive in
Volhynia has brought. the Russians to
within twenty miles of Viadimir-Voly-
nsk, the head of the railway running
north” through Kovel.

Attempts to Check Advance on Lem-
berg.

The official statement says:

“On the front of General Brusiloff's
frmies the enemy tried, by counter-
attacks, to arrest our advance toward
femberg. In the region of the vil-
lage of Rogovitche, southeast of the
village of Lokatchi, six versts, (about
four miles) south of the main road
from Lutsk to Viadimir-Volynski, the
Austrians; in mass formation, attack-
ed our units and, breaking through one
{gector of the fighting front, captured
{three guns belonging to a battery
which resisted bravely to the last cart-
ridge. On recelving reinforcements we
‘oygrthrew the enemy, recapturing one
2 and taking 300 prisoners and two
b hine guns.

“In the region of Korytynitzky,
goutheast of Svinioukhi, southeast of
Lokatchi, one of our valiant regiments
jaunched a counter-attack and put the
enemy to flight. Meanwhile a section
of our light batteries, posted in a
wood in advance, cannonaded the fugi-
tives point blank. We took in this
action three officers, 100 soldiers and
four machine guns. Bast of Borohoff,
south of Svinioukhi, we seized, after a
desperate resistance, a wood near the
village of Bojeff, taking 1,000 prisoners
and four machine guns.

1,800 More Captives.

“During attacks in the region of
the southern edge of Radziviloff the
enemy received our troops with jets
of liquid fire. We took in this region
yesterday 1,800 prisoners.

“Our troops, having occupied Czer-
nowitz and crossed the Pruth at many
places, are advancing energetically to-
ward the river Sereth, established by
the occupation of the bridgehead at
Czernowitz, General Letchitzky made
prisoner 49 officers and more than 1,
500 men and captured, near the town,
ten guns, In the course of the pur-
sult of the enemy we took prisoner
near the village of Koutchournare 400
soldiers and captured two heavy guns,

of munitions, and over 1,000 wag-

s loaded with provisions and for-
age.

Engagements in a .Day. the

British Airmen Accounting’ for Several
Enemy Craft—Heavy Shelling of British
Line but Ne Important Infantry Attacks.

On the front in France only one
infantry action took place Monday.
This was between the Avre and the
Olsé, where the Germans attempted
to approach-the French lines,but were
repulsed with hand grenades. Only
bombardments, violent in the regioa
northeast of Verdun and against the
British positions mnear Neuville-St.
Vaast, but intermittent elsewhere,
have taken place along the rest of the
line in France and Belgium.

Numerous battles in the air, n
which si® German machines, among
them two Fokkers, were driven down
by the British, are recorded in the
British official communication. The
British themselves lost two airerafl.

A severe battle between the Aus-
trians and Italians is in progress oo
the Setti Communi plateau, to the
west of ‘Asiago. On the various other
sectors goutheast of Trent, numerous
Austrians attacked and have been re:
pulsed.

The Italians report some Drogress
for their troops northeast of -Asigo
the capture of 100 Austrians and two
machine guns.

Except for
some heavy shelling of our trenches
southeast of NeuvilleSt. Vaast, the
enemy artillery was fairly quiet,

“Arrag was shelled last might, and
during the day ‘there has been some
shelling about Becourt, Thiepal and
Hulluch. Fast of Souchez there has
been reciprocal trench mortar actions.
Today our artillery dispersed enemy
working parties west of Hulluch, and
in thig region the enemy blew a small
mine which destroyed one of his own
posts, but did us mo damage.

“The chief point of interest to re-
cord is the aerial report of yesterday,
when there was a marked increass in
the work of hostile aircraft. In all
there were 27 combats, in which the
enemy suffered the following losses:

“One hostile aeroplane was brought
down in our lines near Doullens; the
occupants were made prisoners. Two
of our fighting aeroplanes encountered
two Fokkers in the vicinity of Lens.
One hostile machine was driven down
damaged; the other, shot down,
crashed to earth from 4,000 feet. In
other air fights two more German ma-
chines were driven down in a damaged
condition and another was brought
down neag Wingles,

‘“Hostile reconnaissances, which
crossed our lines in force, were at-
tacked and dispersed by our aeno-
planes. One of our pilots reporis see-
ing two hostile machines hit by anti-
aircraft fire.

“As a result of the.air combats two
of our machines were brought down in
the enemy's lines.”

The train struck the rear end of the
trolley, just before it had cleared the
tracks,

WITH MEXICO

Reception of Refusal to With-

draw Troops Hinges Question of War—
Flame of Popular Sentiment Against Us S.
Being Kindled Throughout Mexiso.

‘Washington, June 19.—Upon Gea.
Carranza’s reception of a stern refusal

to heed his demands for recall of
American troops from Mexico hinges
the question of the Mexican war, in
the opinion of President Wilson's
close advisors. They were prepared
tonight for the possibility of open hos:
tilities after the note, which will pe
sent forward tomormr, has reached
Carranza's hands.

While the diplomatic steps were in
progress today the nation was stirring
throughout its width and , breadth
with the movement of national guards-
men mobilizing to guard the border.
At least 100,000, and possibly a far
larger number were preparing for ac:
tive service under President Wilson's
call. For the present their missiou
will be purely one of defense; but
should war come, they will be ready
also for that.

No marching orders for the new
forces had gone out tonight. They
will not be assigned forporder duty
until mustered into the federal service
Even when mobilization is completed
only such units will be ordered south
as Gen. Funston desires to fill the
gaps in his

remainder will rest on their arms at
the state mobilization camps for the
present, awaiting the turn of events.

Official reports from many quarters
show that a flame of popular feeling
against the United States is being
kindled throughowt Mexico. Appar-
ently it is being done with the sanc-
tion of Gen, Carranza, for the acts in

many cases are thoseyof hié author-
ized military or civil ageuts.

From Juarez to the west coast of
Mexico posters have appeared calling
the people to amms, and asserting that
the United States is preparing to:hurl
its armies into Mexico. Chaotic con-
ditions prevail everywhere, it is said,
and relations are strained to the
breaking point.

Serb Army Weeded Out an
Ready to Play Role.

ALLIED ARMY OF
680,000 SOON ON SCENE:

Entente Army Ready to Strike:
While Teutons are at Great:

Disadvantage.

Saloniki, May 28—Correspondence
—The Allied offernsive in Maceadonia,
originally scheduled for mid-May and
postponed on account of the condi-
tion of the Serbian army on its arris
val in Corfu, is now confidently an~
ticipated towards the end of June or
at the latest, early in July.

The activity of the Bulgariang east
of the Struma the past week, and a
gradually increasing extention of ar<
tillery operations, have led to the as-
sumption, from time to time, that
{Gen. Sarraill's plans might be hasten-’
|ed, and the Allied attack begun at
once. This is possible; but the gene
eral opinion is that the activities offs
the Bulgarians are merely in the
nature of taking up the slack in theim
line, and that they 'will wot pfeeiply’
tate an attack.

The outbreak of cholera among the
Serbs on their arrival in Corfu proved!{
a mixed disadvantage. It made theirf

\transport to Saloniki in time to pare’
ticipate in an offensive, impossible.

Moreover it reduced their numbers
very materially; a great many more
Serbs died than will ever be known,
not simply of cholera, but from gase
tritis, malnutrition and sheer exhaus<
tion.

The Serbian army was in far worse
shape after its retreat through Albae
nia than had been supposed. The ene
tire force needed full re-equipment,
and the recruits from Serbia and the
volunteers from America required
drilling. Marshal Puteik was no lon«
ger physically able to command, and
many of the leading officers were
dead, or too worn by their late harde
ships to continme active service, and
a new set of officers had to be taken.
All of this demanded time. The idea
of any offensive from Saloniki in May
was therefore given up, and the work
of re-making the Serbian army pushed
as rapidly

When the Macedonia offensive was
first discussed it was assumed that a
certain number of Turks have accum-’
ulated troubles of their own at home,
and have no stomach for widely ex-
tending their line.
