Correspondence is Produced
by St. John Man Who
Initiated Matter.

ACTION TAKEN WAS
. PURELY PERSONAL

Saw Mr. Veniot After He
Had Received Reply to Let-

ter to the Premier.

J. W. V. Lawlor, of this city, was
the author of the letters sent to Pre-
mier Meighen last winter, suggesting
the Hon. P.J. Veniot of New Brunswick
for a seat in the Federal Cabinet.
On Saturday the St. John Globe pub-
lished the following letter from Mr.
Lawlor admitting the authorship of
¢ etter and giving his part in the
co1 vergsy. The letter published is
as lows:

n November 29th last I wrote
Honorable Premier Meighen and sug
gested wisdom of giving KFrench-Aca-
dians of the Maritime Provinces rec-
ognition in the federal cabinet. As a
citizen I had a perfect right to do so
and neither told any person nor show:
ed my letter, nor its contents toany
one. It was a purely personal matter.
In reply I received the following per-
fectly harmless letter:”

“Ottawa, Ontario, Dec. 1st, 1920

Dear Mr. Lawlor,~—1 have just re-
ceived your letter of the 29th Novem-
ber, 1 will discuss the subject to
which you call attention with Mr.
Wigmore. I have had no intimation
whatever from the party to whom you
refer as to his attitude towards the
government or toward the paramount
federal issues of the day.

That is the letter which Honorable
Mr. Veniot is trying to make the pub-
lic .believe is an invitation to him
1 Premier Meighen to. become a
mepgber of his cabinet.

“After receipt of that letter I had a
conversation with a gentleman well
known to Acadians and who takes a
keen interest in their welfare, and
we discussed ‘Acadian representation
and Mr. Veniot' quite rully, and in
parting: he, urged me ‘to see Mr. Ve-
miot at,once.’ As he was a supporter
and close friend of Honorable Mr.
Veniot I followed his advice and wrote
Honorable Mr. Veniot, asking what
day he would be in St. John or Fred-
ericton as I
personal matter. Before his reply
reached me at St. John a business
matter called me to Bathurst, N. B,
where I work about three months a
year.

“Meeting Homorable Mr. Veniot
there we went to my room at the hotel
and I explained my conversation with
our mutual friend in St. John and his
request ‘to'see Mr. Veniot at once.” 1
made my position perfectly clear that
I had no authority from anyone to
even disc with him or anyone else
Acadian cabinet representation, but
that, on my own behalf and becsuse
our mutual friend had so requested
me to see him at once, I wanted to
know if Acadian representation in
federal cabinet became a live issue,

I warned him that

uld he accept?
1 /was Conservative and he Liberal,
b(xt that the conversation was strict-
ly private and confidential, and he
agreed to so treat anything that
passed between us.

“Now that Honorable Mr. Veniot has
seen fit to attempt to make political
capital out of that ‘private and confi
dential conversation,’ and as Honor.
able Mr. Meighen is being wrongly
accused, I feel bound to give my
views,

He did not resent the suggestion of
Joining Mr. Meiglen's Government it
he got the chance, on the contrary
he d quite pl d and di

ed possibility of being re-elected in
Gloucester, mentioned ‘that Turgeon
would have to have Senatorship to
make the vacancy,” to which I replied
that the custom of all political parties
was to provide for interests of any
private member who vacated his seat
to make safe riding for a cabinet min-
ister. I explained that I mentioned
his name in my letter to the Premier
as one of the prominent Acadians of
the Maritime Provinces, and it was
regarding ‘his attitude towards the
Government or towards the paramount
Federal issues of the day’ that the
Premier ‘had no intimation.’ So that
he might know that I had actually
written the Premier suggesting Cabi-
met refaresentation for Acadians, - 1
showed him letter from Premier
Meighen as quoted abeve. We dis-
cussed fact that during Laurier’s
eighteen years in Government the
Acadians had not received that recog-
nition to which they were entitled
also their great increase in numbers
and advancement in every way. We
also discussed the formation of
Union Goverament and he went into
details, particularly regarding Mr
Carvills entry, and correspondence
between them and I said the entry of
those gentlemen made it easier him
should opportunity offer. We dis
cussed the advantages of a larger
political arema, the - greater salary.
greater patronage, greater possibili-
ties in every way. He certainly seem-
ed to be pleased with the idea and
in conclusion said he would think it
over, and as I was going to be in
Bathurst some days, he would give
me an answer after a few days. i

“There was no resentment about
that!

“Eight days later I called at his
house .atd we had a chat of about
twent: or thirty minutes, he raying
it weuld be a serious matter to break
away frem friends and party with
whom he had been associated a life
time, and 1 sald he could bring his
friends along with him. Hon, Mr
Veniot then. named four " gentlemen
with whom he wished to discuss the
matter and said one of them, with
whom he frequently conferred, was
likely to be in Bathurst in a few days
and he would see me before I left for
home. Up to that time there was no
indication of a refusal on his part. He
seemed as favorable as at first inter-
view.

“l returned to St. John December
23rd and before leaving Bathurst saw
Hon. Mr. Veniot who reported he
would have to have more time to de-
cide, as his friend had not yet come
to Bathurst, and he had not been able
to .see the other gentlemen. Again,
mind you, no refusal, but simply was
giving matter consideratiom, and
would advise me later. About 8th
January J wrote him, asking if he
had decided re matter we had dis
cussed and in reply received a lengthy
political harangue written evidently
with the intention of some day pub
lishing it for, effect.

“With these facts before you you
can readily see why Mr. Lemieux
made his inquiry, why Hon. Mr.
Veniot on May 5th said to reporter,
‘I will not demy that such an offer
was made.’ He might also have added
‘he would not deny’ that he was ask-
ed to be King of England or President
of the United States.

“The above is the result of ‘strictly
private and confidential’ conversa-
tions and you and the public can form
your opinion as to how Hon. Mr.
Lemieux came to mark that ‘inquiry’
in the House at Ottawa, evidently
with the intention of turning a certain
vote in York-Sunbury from the Gov-
ernment candidate.

“I would call attention to the fact
that it took Hon. Mr. Venoit a month
to make up his mind that he would
decline a certain thing it it ever hap-
pened, which surely is good proof that
acceptance appealed very strongly to
him and one might almost infer that
it was those friends whom he expect-
ed to see after Christmas who decid-
ed on the answer he wrote Janu-
ary 11th.”

Missionary Says Canadian
Styles Would Shock
Nipponese.

CALLS ON CANADA
TO LEAD REFORMS

Scores Present Dances and
Lack of Dress—Says We
Are Immoral.

London, Ont.,, May 22—SocTal evils
are countenanced in Christian coun-
tries like Canada which would not be
tolerated for ome moment by non-

Christian countries like Japan. This
was one of the points brought out by
Mrs. (Dr.) D. R. McKenzie in an ad-
dress on “Christianity vs. Buddhism,”
before an open meeting of the London
Methodist District Council, held in
Colborne Street Churck last night.
The ministerial session of the annual
district meeting was held In the af-
ternoon when eight candidates for the
ministry were examined as to théfr
Qualifications.

Mrs. McKenzie attacked in a fear
less manner dancing, the liquor traf-
fic, immodest dress, gambling and the
social evil in order to awaken the
Christian people to the necessity ot
living better moral lives if they were
to Christianize the heathen nations.
The eyes of the world were on Can-
ada, she dedlared, and just as long as
she permitted social evils to continue,
80 long would it be difficult to con-
vert the Japanese, Chinese and olhe
nationalities.

Would Be Arrested.

It was instanced that if women tin|
Japan wore dress as immodest as is
to be seen in the streets of America
taat they would f<rthwith be arrcst-
ed. To support her statement, Mrs,
McKenzie cited the case of an Amor-
ican woman who was arrested on the
stieets of Tokio while going to a the-
atre in evening dress, and was made
to put on more wraps until she was
allowed to proceed.

A plea was made that Canada
should act as the leaders to the ather
Christian nations in abolishing those
evils which result in depravad and
loose conditions. This young nation
which had attracted so much favor-
able attention during the war shoula
‘have backbone enough to ril herself
of the evils, which cling to it and re-
tard its progress. Canada was the
best country in the world but it was
by no means perfect,

Camparing the two religions, Mrs.
McKenzie pointed out that Buddhism
lacks the power and force of religion
because it has not the persomality of
Christ behind it. It was true, how-
ever, that our social laws were so
corrupt that they wer repulsive to
foreigners. Buddhism would never
satisty the people, but neither would
they be satisfled with a religion which
tolerated such immoralities, Dancing
was oné of the great evils and shouid
be classed with the liquor traffic and
the drug habit. It tended to drag peo-

ple down to the level of thé lower ani-

Negligence, he said, v largely the
cause of this waste which could be
prevented. He argue that every
person should feel he a share in
these forests and should do what he
could to prevent the useless waste,

He stressed the valuc of trees and
their importance to individuals and
nation, and cited they w emblems
used in the Bible of rightcous living.
