Invade Detroit Convention to
Demand Explanation of
Flag Speech.

SPEAKER EXPLAINS;
DOES NOT SATISFY

Detroit. July 4 —Seventy-five wound

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STEEL PRICES
ARE REDUCED

Bethlehem Plant Cuts Pri-ces
from $4.00 to $10.00 Per
Ton.

Bethlehem, Pa., July 4—The Bethle-
hem Steel Company today announced
further reductions in .the price of
steel, effective tomorrow.

President E. G. Grace, of the com-
pany, in making the anmouncement,
said . that “present manufacturing
cosis do not in any Sense warrant
these reductions, but this company
desires to coutribute even more than
its full share to re-establish conditions
in the steel trade on what might be
regarded as a normal basis.”

The company recently anmounecd a
fifteen per cent. reduction in wages,
effective July 16,

“The new prices represent a reduc-
tion of $4 a ton on bars, structural
shapes, plates, skelp, billets, sheet
bar, slabs and blue annealed sheets,”
said President Grace. “Five dollars
a ton on black and galvanized sheets;
$10 per ton on tin plate.”

Mr. Grace explained that steel prices
had not ‘been reduced to pre-war levels
because of increased freight rates and
ocosts of material and labor.

“Those items account for an in-
crease in present day costs over pre-
war costs of $20.59 per ton on finish-
ed products,” -he said. “The new
price of $44.80 for structural steel is
equivalent to a pre-war price of $24.-
21 per ton or 1.08 cents per pound.”

In fact, the eve has better vision than
can be obtaiped with a magnifying
glass.”
