SCHOOL ESTIMATES
- §10,000 HIGHER

Council Will Be Asked for
Some $112,000--- Lady
Teachers Get Increase of
$25 a Year,

1t is understood that the yearly esti
mates for the maintenance of the city
schools, which will be sent into the city
treasury board today, are about $10,000 in
excess of last year’s, which were in the
vicinity of $102,000.

A meeting of the teachers’ committee of
the school board was held Wednesday, at
which the figures were discussed, and de-
cided on. The petition recently presented
by the lddy teachers for an increase of sal-
ary was also considered and it was decided
to grant theay an addition of $25 a year
eoch to take effect after the summer term.

The principal new items in the estimates
this year are said to be: One-third of
the annual increase to lady teachers—
about $1,200; insurance, $5,000. This item
iz paid every three years; manual train-
ing, $2,500; salary of trpant officer, $600,
and repairs to the fire escapes in Victoria
school, about $800. It is understood that
at the meeting last night R. T. Hayes was
appointed principal of the new manual
training department, while the appoint-
ment of a truant officer was deferred till
the regular meeting of the board.

CANADA SILENT
ON PROPOSALY

Some Comment on Not Joining Other
Colonies in Preference Demand at
Colonial Gonference.

Montreal, Feb. 28—A special London
cable says: The publication of the official
agenda for the colonial conference gives
special importance to the proposal ip
Montreal last Monday at the banquet of
the insurance institute that the time had
ccme for Canada to make some offer to
the British Empire.

The official agenda shows how decisive is
the attitude in all other self-governing col-
onies. In the Australian commonwealth
the government, which has just returned |
to power after the general elections, re-
afirms the resolution of the 1902 confer-
ence in favor of preferential trade, and
adds: “It is desirable that the United
Kingdom grant, preterential treatment to
products and manufactures of the colon-
ies.” )

The Cape Colony government, while re-
affirming the resolutions of 1902 and ad-
hering to the principle of preference for
British manufactures, “desires to' impress
upon his majesty’s government the opin-
ion that the continuance. of such preferen-
tral treatment to producers and manufac-
turers of Britain is largely dependent upon
granting, some reciprocal privileges to the
British colonies.” . :

The government of New Zealand, while
also endorsing a ‘preference to British
goods, considers it essential that Britain
concede a_preference. to. colonial products
which are now- taxed under the existing
British revenue tariff. T |

Canada_alone makes no suggestions,
though as the Times says in an editorial
today: “Whatever, form they topk the
ideas of the. great community, which is
foremost. among. the states of the empire,
would be received with interest and atten-
tion ®econd to none.”

It is felt. that Canada’s pesition at tue
conference would be greatly strengthened
if she came-into line with these other col-
onial . utterances. by reaffirming, by reso-
Jution of the dominion parliament, her de-
sire as was _ formally expressed by the
(anadian ministers at the 1902 conference,
that in the imterests of Canada and the
whole empire the imperial . government
would accépt the principle of preferential
trade generally and grant to the food pro.
ducts of Canada exemption in the United
Kingdom from the duties now levied -or:
heretofore -imposed.”
