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Clever Woman Represented That She Was Acting for That
Worthy Organization—Merchants Gave Liberally as Ap-
peal Was Made Largely on Behalf of Campbeliton Fire
Sui{erers—Names of Prominent Ladies Connected With
W. C. T. U. Work Taken Advantage OF.

What is declared by W. C. T. U. offi-
cials to have been a daring attempt
at fraud was successfully worked dur-
ing the last few days by a .wo-
man hailing from the United States,
who victimized several of the most prom-
inent city merchants and got away with
something like $360. The woman, who is
described as being stylishly dressed and a
most engaging conversationalist, used the
W. C. T. U. for the purpose of her scheme.
The approaching Dominion exhibition af-
forded her the opportunity and she man-
aged to make an advertising proposition
and benevolence the bait. From what can
be learned a man also figured in the affair,
though he kept himself in the background.
The Campbellton fire sufferers were also
taken advantage of as a means to get at
the business men and this with the chance
held out to advertise at the same time, as-
sisted her in her efforts. The whole thing

was simple on the face of it and the W.|

C. T. U. ladies are wondering why the
fake was mnot scented before it had gone]
to such a length. Indeed, some of those
who smilingly parted with their monéy now
admit, on afterthought, that it looked tishy,

The woman and her companion, it seems,
proceeded - to get out a folding card 'en-
titled Where to Buy. Feeling, probably,
that there would be many advertising ideas
before the St. John public, they decided
upon the charity appeal as a fine incen-
tive, and casting about for a well known
and popular object, selected the Women’s
Christian Temperance Union as just the
thing. It was easy from this out. On the
tront of the folder at the top was the line
“W. C. T. U. Shopping Card,” and under
this, nicely displayed, was the title of the
organization. Then their ingenuity was
brought into play and these texts of the
W. C. T. U. were used on the front cover:
Motto: “For God and Every Land.” Spec-
ial watchword: “If God be for us, who can
be against us.” Badge: “A simple knot of
white ribbon.” Then followed the names
of the county officers, president, vice-presi-
dent and secretary-treasurer, and at the
bottom of the front space was ‘“‘County
Convention Card, August 30, 1910.” Under
the title line another line read: “Espec-
ially selected houses,” and it went on to
say that the business houses on the card
were representative ones in their respeec-
tive lines, etc. A copy of a letter address-
ed to the members of the W. C. T. U. by
Mrs. Ellen M. Gray, wife of Dr. J. H.
Gray, of Fairville, and president of the
provincial W, C. T. U., after her return
from Europe was made the authority for
the card. The letter was addressed to
“Dear White Ribbon Comrades” and was
in the form of greetings on her return
from a pleasant and protfiable trip. The
news of the Campbellton fire had been,
Mrs. Gray in this letter said, “a great
shock indeed.” She said that she knew
that all the unions had rallied or would
rally to help the stricken. The letter re-
ferred to the convention.

After this letter on the card was some
matter referring to organization of the
North End branch. This letter the woman
got hold of in some way. Just how is mys-
terious. Advertisers had the choice of $5
or $10 epace and the proceeds, she said,
were to be turned over to the local organ-
ization, presumably for the Campbellton
fire sufferers. Among those buying space
were Manchester Robertson Allison, Ltd.,
E. G. Nelson & Co.,Emerson & Fisher, Ltd.,
Waterbury & Rising, A. Chipman Smith
& Co., Ungar’'s Laundry, White’s Res-

Pedersen, and many others. Inquiry at
some of these houses showed that the
woman told that she was a stranger here
but had been chosen by the local W. C.
T. U. to undertake the task as she had
had considerable experience in such work
and was prominent in the order in the
United States.

In some cases, where it was asked for,
the woman gave a receipt for the money
and signed herself “Mrs. Connelley.” The
following is a copy of one receipt:

She carried a bunch of these receipts,
written in a large and rather poor hand.
There was a blank space left for the
name and amount which was to be filled
in later. All agree that more than being
well dressed she was decidedly talkative.

Mrs, Grey Astonished.

‘When the matter was brought to her at-
‘tention last night by a Telegraph reporter,
Mrs. Gray at once repudiated the whole
thing on behalf of the W. ¢. T. U. and
expressed amazement that the name of the
‘organization should have been used for
such' aifraud. “They are working some-
thing not authorized by the provincial
union,” said Mrs. Gray, “and nothing of
that kind can go out without my sanction.
I consider it a very serious matter.”” Re-
garding the letter used on the card, Mrs.
Gray said: “That i85 a copy of my letter
sent out to the various unions in New
Brunswick and Prince Edward Island soon
after my return from Europe early in Au-
gust. I had the exact number 1 required,
typewritten, and myself mailed them all,
and I am at a loss to know where this one
could have come from.” Mrs. Gray said
she would; bring the matter up beforé the
meeting of the county union this after-

noop, :

Mz. Becord, of E. G. Nelson & Co., de-
scribed the woman as stylishly dressed
with large hat, on which were some fine
ostrich plumes. She talked rapidly and
Mr. Secord gaid that he remarked after-
wards that she was hardly of the kind
that he would take for a member of the
W. C. T. U. She had a letter rommend-
ing ' the scheme which was signed “Mrs.
James McAvity.” He became suspicious
and asked for a description and she gave
what he thought was a descritpion of an-
other lady. Mrs. McAvity was communi-
cated with last night and she denied all
knowledge of such a letter and said that
no one had approached her for such.

One of the firm of W. & K. Pedersen
said that the woman impressed him as
being out of place as a member of the W.
C. T. U., but as she told such a good story
he bought’ space and contributed his "$5
bill. She was tall and of dark complexion,
was dressed in a black princess gown and
wore a large hat with ostrich plumes. She
told him that she had been selectek by
the union as she had had previous exper-
ience in just such work, and it was felt
by *the members that a stranger could do
better than a local canvasser.

Manager Vincent, of the White Catering
Company, said that the woman told him a
like story. She seemed to be quite a lingu-
ist and conversed with him -in Portuguese
and Swedish. The day following her call
on hiin she was in the restaurant with a
male companion. It was said last night
that the couple had lett the city. The
cards were printed at a local printing of-

tion and bills ot lading for exhibits are
already in.hand from the same city, indi-
cating that numerous displays made there
will be repeated here.

The demand for space keeps up. Yes-
terday afternoon Manager Good received
applications from two American houses
and one in Ontario. The American re-
quests came from Chicago and Boston.
While the general outline of the exhihit
groups is already decided upon, it is prob-
able that a belated boom for space will
tax every mook and cranny on the spaci-
ous floors. Some intending exhibitors—an
experience every show year—leave off mak-
ing formal application for entry until the
last few days, and then, they are forced
to take what chance may offer.

The art gallery section on the third floor
of the new building is almost ready for
the hanging of the frames. It is a separ-
ate cnclosure decorated inside in dark ced,
which lends itself admirably to the special
lighting necessary. The special committee
of the St. John Art Club selected to hang
the pictures, will get down to work today
or tomorrow. On the outside of this inner
structure the New Brumswick display of
forestry specimens, photographs, etc., will
be shown.

A very busy man in connection with the
exhibition since early in the winter is
soon to enjoy a respite from a strenuous
campaign. This is J. Leonard Heans,
architect, who has done all the draughting
in connection with the new structures.
