Ottawa on the Move -The Battle of
the Braves — Mackenzie on the
Track of the Intercolonial Com-
missioners and the Government—
He gets ¢ Switched Off*?— The
Washington Treaty=Another Fight
and Another Defeat.

FROM OUR OWN CORRESPONDENT.
OTTAWA, May 7.
A MOVING TIME.

A great movement - has been going on
here during the past week in the Capital,
pot in the Parliament. There, everyone
is on the move, except the messengers
and door-keepers, who seldom stir -ex-

* |cept to avoid being run against. The

movement to which I refer is gencral. It

1y a liberal amount of profanity accom-

panies it. It is not confined to the state-
1y mansions, where the dwellers therein
are clothed ““in purple and fine linen, and
fare sumptuously every day.”
