First: Look at the profound differ­
ence in everything but doctrine, 
between Latinism and Orientalism.
About nine-tenths of tho Church is of 
the Latin rite, and does not differ very 
much internally in observance or dis­
cipline, although oven within this the 
Ambrosian rite, tho Old Sarurn use, 
tho Mozarabic liturgy, vary widely 
from tho Roman, and from each other, 
besides particular pontificals and 
breviaries of certain orders.

But when wo come to Uio difference 
between East and West, there is hardly 
anything loft in common except doc­
trine and fcho substance of tho sacra­
ments. The liturgies, their languages, 
secondary ceremonies, vestments, tho 
number and furniture of tho altars, all 
theso things are completely unlike.
And how deop tho cleavage of dis­
cipline, between the West, with its un­
married, and the East, with its mar­
ried priesthood, the 
Uniato churches being in all theso par­
ticulars almost exactly alike. In ad­
ministration also, as the Catholic Dic­
tionary remarks, the Pope governs the 
Latin Church, which is his own immedi­
ate Patriarchate, more directly than 
ho does the various Eastern rites, 
which arc mostly left under the control 
of their own patriarchs. Of course the 
United Easterns also must acknowledge 
his 44 immediate and ordinary jurisdic­
tion," but, as various Popes have taken 
pains to assure the Orientals, he does 
not thereby hold himself morally ex­
cused from handling their ancient 
-usages and historical traditions, and 
their peculiar genius, with a very 
special reserve and reverence. In the 
West there has been from the beginning 
a much greater measure of uniformity, 
so that local usage, although nowhere 
viewed as unimportant, is not so speci­
fically momentous as in the East.

Now the treatment ot heretics is not 
a matter of doctrine, but of discipline.
It is, 1 suppose, a doctrine, that tho 
Church, abstractly speaking, has auth­
ority to exercise a coercive jurisdic­
tion, through her own officers, over all 
the baptized, and to inflict upon the re­
fractory any punishment not capital.

Another: 44 A moderate amount is not 
harmful — but what is a moderate 
amount is dilficult to define, 
great danger in tho use of liquor is the 
tendency to increase gradually the 
amount as tho system becomes accus­
tomed to tho stimulant."

Another ; 44 From my personal ex­
perience, l should say that, aside from 
the matter of sociability, it would have 
been better for mo, enjoying good 
health, not to have drunk at all, and 
my advice to the young would bo not to 
begin to use alcoholic drinks in any 
form."

Another : " T believe "a man when 
under forty - five years is not benefited 
by tho use of liquors."

Another : "l believe that the daily 
uso of spirits, wine, or beer, is neither 
necessary nor beneficial to any man in 
a good normal condition of health."
