Paragraph seven, page five is a
splendid example of all these
techniques squeezed into three
sentences.

What | want to know is:
where is the new scientific
evidence supporting creation
that supposedly has been
found? Lasst year the new
evidence from the fossil record
turned out to be quotations
from twenty-five-year-old text-

books and more of the tired old
arguments based on the Se-
cond Law of Thermodynamics. |
will probably be there next week
to hear evidence from the field
of genetics, though not holding
my breath. Whatever, Gish is
entertaining if not informative.

Perhaps you may also be
able to tell me why you use the
term “scientific creation model”
when Gish himself that neither
evolution nor creation are valid
sientific theories. |1 know the
word “scientific” generates an
aura of legitimacy and respect
but it can only be stretched so

far.

Finally, what are the predic-
tions of the creation model? If
they conform “remarkably well”
to the fossil record. why is not
one given as an example, or are
they supposed
evident? Actually, it is obvious
that any evidence will conform
to the creation model (or vice-
versa) since anything that can’t
be explained by other means
can always be explained as an
act of the Creator! The creation
model is not a scientific theory,
it is a scientific cop-out.
