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Another Suggestion . . .
Budget Meeting, such as we had last Wednesday, brings 

to tlie fore certain problems and differences of opinion that have 
been occupying thinking people's minds since last spring. 
Budget meetings like football games, are usually hashed over 
and in these post mortems, lingering opinions of these students 
that think a lot hut say very little, often come to the fore.

Among the many discussional items that have come up is 
the Newman Club's budget. It has probably received more 
"unofficial" attention than any one of the dozen other organiz­
ational budgets.
Newman Club was operating within its S. R. C. approved 
stitutiona! rights, hut that the religious organizations should, 
in the future, he denied the privilege of budgeting for money as 
was suggested. This opinion has been accepted in order to 
keep from this non-sectarian campus the division that so often 
results from so-called "religious favoritism”.

The leveling principal involved is undoubtedly a solution 
but, as so often happens, the one answer that was suggested 
has been accepted as the best possible one. The majority of 
students appear to be satisfied that all support to these valuable 
organizations should be cut off immediately and that they 
should he thrown on their own limited means. It would appear 
that we are going to limit religion to the Church and are going 
to cease supporting it from the campus.

The obvious answer to the whole problem, it appears must 
include some sort of equality, or the proposal would be neither 
workable nor logical. Yet to cut these worthy organizations 
from their only dependable means of financial support, seems to 
be very drastic indeed. From these arguments we see that a 
logical and workable solution would be to give each society 
that embodies religious concepts in its purpose an equal amount 
of money each year, and also the right to raise further money on 
the campus in such ways as they see fit. This arrangement 
continues to give the Newman Club and the Student Christian 
Movement the support to which they arc due while at the same 
time permits the S. C. M. to sell Directories and sponsor dances ; 
the Newman Club to levy its members and conduct its enter­
tainments.

its grant to $2,209. and the scope of 
the problem was enlarged to include 
a survey of the vitamin content of 
edible wild plants of New Bruns­
wick. In this province, the vitamins 
most deficient in the general diet, 
are those found in the leafy parts 
of plants. Some “weeds” are eaten 
as “greens” in certain areas, and 
the nutrition workers hope to pop­
ularize many “weeds” which they 
have discovered to be vitamin store­
houses.

Last summer, Don Davidson '46 
was engaged to collect native plants 
and Miss Mary Murray '44 assisted 
Miss Barberie in analyzing them.
Dr. C. W. MacMillan of the Depart­
ment of Health, realizing the value 
of this work, urged his Department 
to provide extra assistance, so Miss 
Leslie Stevens ’44 is busy investi­
gating the vitamin C content of 
these same plants.
