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INTRODUCTORY

Owing to the dslay In the publientIon of some pro­
vincial public accounts It Is not possible to present a 
aooaary of the detailed accounts near the close of the 
fiscal years. In all eases the Information below has 
been selected from the official public accounts relat­
ing to the 1933 fiscal year.

With the passage of time It becomes Increasingly 
evident that the most difficult period in Canadian 
public finance was experienced in the 1932 flaoal year 
when the sharp drop In the ourrent revenues and the ra­
pid rise In special expenditures necessitated borrow­
ings to tide over the emergency at the very time when

the financial situation was most dletusbed. The period 
of strain, however, wae successfully overcome without 
any default by the Dominion or any Province.

The accounts set out below refloot a general eas­
ing of the situation which first became apparent in the 
third quarter of 19)2 and has developed rather steadily

to the present time. The flguree also Indicate the 
aouroes end amounte of the current revenue» and their 
relation to the provincial debt ehargee. The enphaele 
upon different eooreee of revenues varies ae between 
provinces and an examination of the statistics will 
Indicate the extent to which debt chargee ms being 
covered ae well as the extent to whloh revenues

could be augmented to 
qulremente.
