" The Atlantic Telegraph.

The Agamemnon, having on board the
half of the submarine rope whicn she had
taken on board at Greenwich, !=ft her moor-
ings on Friday afternoon, July 24th, at
lllﬂpnt two o'clock. The scene was one

of ‘considerable interest. Many thousands
of persons thronged the river side as far as
Greenwich Hoepital. The Agamemnon was
taken in tow by three steam-tugs, one on
each side and a third in front; the tall
masts of the giaut ship were watched with
anxious eagerness (ill they were lost in the
far distance, and her huge hull disappeared
amid the numerous bends and windings of
the river.

The last coil of the submarine rope was
placed on board the previous day, and the

. completion of the work was celebrated by a
banquet, provided in the grounds of Sir Cul.
ling Eardly of which particulars are given
in another column. T'here is not a name
of eminence, or a person of ability in the
science of telegraphy, that has not in point
of fact, been consulted or engaged by 1he
Atlantic Telegraph Company. There are
in the first instance, Messrs. Newell and
Glass, who have manufactured every sab-
marine cable which bas bhitherto been laid
down: Professor Morse has for years past
devoted the whole of his ability and energy
to the carrying out of the system in the
United States. Mr. Bright is a gentleman
whose exertions connected with electro-
magnetisin are well known and deservedly
appreciated by all who have paidihe slight-
est allention o this interesting science.
Mr. Breut, not less favourably known, laid
the first cable betweenEngland and France

_in 1851; Mr. Canning, who has laid the
lines across the Gulf of St. Lawrence, and
m the Mediterranean; Mr. Woodhouse,
who laid the line from Varna to Eupaioria ;
Mr. Webb, the engineer of the submarine
Jine from Orfordness 1o the Hague; and
Professor Whitehouse, with several others,
are actively engaged in comnnection with
this’ Atlantic telegraph. Every oune con-
neeted with the enterprise appears confi-
dent of success, and the promoters are uot
10 be daunted by imaginary diflicuities.
“You doubt whether we shall sueceed, do
you 1" said Commander Noddsll 10 a savan
who was [Predicting failure, and shaking his
head omiucusly at some of the mechanical
amrangements; ‘‘ then, sir, on bosrd the

Profess-
or Morse, Dr. Whitebouse, and Mr. Bright
decided this question by successfully irans-
mitting signals through 2,000 milés of tele-

Fi the 10th of October, 1856, Pro.
fi was enabled to write :—** The
doubts are resolved, the difficulties sre over-
come, success is within our reach, and the
great feat of the cemury must shortly be
accomplished,” and before the 10th of Oc-
tober, 1857, it is confidently an:icipated
that these hopes will be fully realised.

T'he assistance and co-operation of not less
than seven different govergments have been
given to the completion of the undertaking.
The earliest in the field was the govern-
ment of Newfoundland, which gave to a
company formed ‘in 1854 for the purpose of
establishing the line between America and
Europe, the exclusive privilege for fifty
years of landing cables on the whole coast
of Newfoundland, Labrador, and the coast
north of 42 degrees. Many other exclusive
rights bave been obtained from the gover-
nor of the British Possessions, and one of
the states of the American Union, prepar-
ations were made in the first instance to
connect St. Johu's, Newfoundland with the
whole telegraphic system of the United
States and the British North American Pos-
sessions. This has now been completed
by the means of a submarine rope, laid un-
der the GuH of 8St. Lawrence, eighty-five
miles in length, aud another of thirteen
miles across the Sir®its of Northumberland,
connecting Prince Edward’s Island with
New Brunswick. On this side Ireland 1s
coonected with England by iwo cables, and

‘England with the Continent by four others,

so thas nothing is required but 1he cable
acro®W% Atlantic. To complete this, the
wost“Tf, _tant link of communication, the
iwo Goveruments of England and the Uni-
ted States, have rendered to the company
the most valuable assistance. Her Majes-
ty's Government have granted an annual
subsidy of £14,000 until the nett profits of
the company reach 6 per ceut. on the whole
capital of £350,000, when the grant is to
be reduced to £10,000 a year for twenty-
five years. ‘They have granted the use of
the Agamemnon and the Leopard, and have
recently despatcbed the Clyclops 10 take
further soundings, and verify those already
taken. The United States Government
give a subsidy of $70,000 until the net pro-
firs yield 6 per cent. when it is to be reduc-
ed 10 50,000 dollars for twenty-five years,
The Government also sent the sieam-ship
Arctic to 1ake soundings between New-
foundland and Ireland; and the Niagara
and the Susquchana have also been. sent
over to assist in laying down the cable.
The capital of the company £350,000, is
divided inio 350 shares, of £1,000 each,
and in one day Liverpool alone subscribed
for not less than 120 of them.

The laying of the cable will commence
(rom Valentia, on the wesi coast of Ireland,
and not in a point in the mid-oeean, whence
the vessels might part and proceed in oppo-
site directions.

Indian Patronage.

The amount of Indian pstronage appears
really fabulous. Independent of the cffices
which are at the disposal of the Crown, the
members of Council have £16,032 esch;
five judges of Sudder Dewany Adawlut
have £5 220 and two members of Sudder
Board of Revenue the same amount. Then
come the following salaries :—Three mem-
bers of Board of Customs, salt and opium,
averaging each £5220; four politicsl em-
ployment, ditto, £5,000; four eecretaries
to Government, ditto, £5,220 ; two opium
agents, ditto, £4,200; nine Revenue and
Abkari Commissioners, ditto, £3800;
thirty judges, ditto, £3,000; forty-five col-
lectors and magistrates, at salaries of from
£3.800 10 £2.800 and £1,200; nine mis-
cellaueous appoiniments, varying from £2,-
880 10 £1,500 ; twenty-two additional col-
lectors, joint magistrates, and depuiy col-
lectors, from £1,200 tn £840; two secre-
taries to Boards, £3,000; one registrar,
£3,000 ; thirty-five assistants, st from £660
to £480F Besides these, there are of
‘“covenanted service salaries,’” :n a single
presidency, one of £5,000, twelve of from
£4,000 to £4,900, thirty-three from £3,000

seventeen of £1,400, one of £1,300, two of
£1,000, one of £900, twenty-two of £800,
seven of £700, and mne of £600. 11 we
compare thic scale of remuneration with
the salaries paid to native officers holding
the lighest sppointments which native offi-
cers are penmitied to hold, we see at once
a gross and scandalous grievance. lIn the
Presidency of Bengal, out of a population of
forty mi'hons, there are not more than 105
native uncovenanted oflicers, receiving sal-
aries ranging between £360 and £800.
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The Indian Revenue,

A parliamentary paper was recently
published, showing the tolal revenues and
tharges of India for the last three years,
as well as the estimated revenue and charge
for the year ending April, 1857. It appears
that in 1853-4 the revenue was £20,510,-
000, being £2,044,000 less than the expen-
diture; in 1854 5 the revenue was £27,-
312,000, being £1,707,000, short of the
expenditure; in 1855-6 1he revenue was
£28,891,000, being £972,000 lese than
the expenditure; and the estimate for
1856-7 is that the ineome will be found to
amount to £29,344,000, aud the expense
to £31,326,000, showing an anticipated de-
ficiency of £1,981,000. The principal
source of income—the land revenue—had
mcreased from £14 848,000 io 18534 10
£16,6582,000 iu 1856 7. The customs had
increased in the same period from £1,283,
000 10 £2,029,000, while the revenue from
salt had somewhat decreased, and that from
Opium remained at nearly the same amount.

The Jesuits in India.

Every one, (says the Morming Post,
ministerial paper,) is aware of the worse
than theologic hatred with which the Ro-
manist and Greek Churches regard each
other.
