From Cape
North to Reggio—{rom the Bay of Biscay
to the western frontier of As:a, the surface
of theglobe might become once more ihe
inbheritance ia fee simple of the wolf and
the bison ; but what of that?

We must noi for one moment
lose sight of the fact that this gorgeous
fabric of ewpire, which rises 1a such
splendor before the mind’'e eye of the in-
geuious dreamer, reposes, eotirely and
absolutely upon one simple fact—tbat the
British flag is supreme at ses. Once permit
our maritime superiority 1o be converted
into nferiority, or even seriously challeng-
ed, and Mr. Disraeli's fairy gold becomes
dead leaves.

Geysers in Califonia.

A California paper thus describes the
really wonderful Geysers receotly discovered
in the northeastern part of Plamae coun-
y:

The area is almost flat, and surrounded
on ils edge by large bowlders, which seem
10 be fragments of lava. It would be safe
10 say that on this little spot of ground one
thousand boiling, sireaming springs exis:,
and so loud is the sound produced by tbe
escape of the siream that it is impossible to
distinguish the voice of a man ten feet from
you. In some of those springs there is a
kind of sediment, about the consistency of
common mush, which simmers and gurgles,
and at times entirely closes the aperiure,
which is invariably succeeded by" a dealen-
ing explosion, in the escape of the confined
siresm. Everything smelis sirongly of sul-
pher, which may be gatbered in some instan-
ces, 10 large pieces, but 18 moetly found
sdhering 1o the rocks in the shape of a pal-
pable powder —the effect of crystalization

There is also another mineral produced
in the same meanner, resembling quinine in
color and formation, but 10 the taste like
alum, and there is no doubt that it is alum-
ine. On cne side of said flat there is o
kind of chalk—white as saow, end resem-
bling piaster of Paris afier baving been pre-
pared for casting There is a lutle plain
of this about 1wenty yards loug, and about
ha!f that 1o widih, a: level as a floor. But
what is the most romarkable featare is a
stream of cold, pure water running through
the ceatre of the flat.  You can safely move
among the springs by submitting frequently
to an envelopement in sulphurous vapor.

people, whose commerce extended from the
extreme east of China 10 the great sea, and
even 1o the eastern ports of ihe Atlanuc;
and is cities rivaled Babgloa of Nineveh
of old in their magoitude and wealth, and
stretched farther along the banks of artificial
lakes than the London of the present time.

The lines of streets are sull traceable
through the jungle, but the profuse vegeta-
Woa of their sites, and the nature of their
material, have !cfi few traces of the private
dwellings of (b3 cilizens; yei the ruins
of their pablic monaments, their palaces
and temples, indicate a degree of weal:h,
’nd skill, aud patient industry, not surpassed
in Assyria or Egypt. The labor bestowed
on some of these public works appears al-
most incredible, especially when we re-
member ibat Caylon bad no single Nile
spreading over iis lands, and bestowing on
them ihe careless fertility of the land of thed
Pharaobs. Large and nuaicrous taoks,
formed st great expense, and pressrved by
equal care, were the substiiutes for the
Ascyriso rivers and the Egyptiso Nile, in
irrigation ; and the sustensnce of this great
population depended on their security.
Their graven images equal those of Nineveb
or “ Thebes” in besuty and size. Their
temples were more exiensive and magoi-
ficent, and their palaces were more splend:d
than any other remains excavated from ihe
ruins of the past. Yet they have ouly been
discovered—they have pot been excavated.
They were unknown, till within's compars-
uvely few years,to Ear s, whe

About one mile from this flat at an elevation
of three hundred feet above it, there is a
round lake, in diameter about fifty yards,
which is in a continual siaie of agitation,
resembliog the boiiing of a cauldros;
ibe earth around is almost a blood red.
These springs are situated on the head wa-
ters of the North Fork of Feather River
and Lassea’s Peak.

Nations without Fire.

According to Pliny, fire was for a loog
time unknown to some of the ancient
Egypuans; and whea Euxodus, the cele-
brated astronomer, showed it to them, they
were absolutely in rapiure. The Persians,
Pteaicians, Greeks, and several other
nations, acknowledge that their ancestors
were once without the use of fire, and the
Chinese confess the same of their pro-
genitors. Pompaniue, Mela, Plutarch, acd
other aociect authors, speak of nations who,
at the time they wroie, knew not the use
of fire, or had but just lesrned it. Facts of
the same kind are aiso auested by several
modera nations. The inhabitant of the
Marian lIslands, which were discovered in
1551, had po ides of fire. Never was as-
tonishment greater than theirs, when they
saw it on the descent of Magellan in one of
their islands. At first they believed it was
some kind of animal that fixed to and fed
upoo wood- The inhabitants of the Philip-
pioe and Caoary Islands were formerly
equally ignoraat. Africs presents, even in
our own day, some nations in this state.

The Kingdom of Dahomey.

D.homey is a military State. formed
about the commencement of the 17th cen-
tury, snd occupirs all the space comprised
beiween the mouths of the Niger and the
Volia, aud the iast slopis of the Kong.
Notwiths:tanding this immease extent, it
oaly contains 200,000 inbabuants, of whom
180,000 a:e slaves. At Dahomey the yeur
The first

If is taken up wuh wa:hke operations,
and the other part 1s devoted to fetes snd
public ceéremonics. The war, properly
speaking, is nothing but a hunt after sliaves
wade by a regular army of 12,000 soldiers,
of whom 3000 are womeun ; bat wheo the
King leaves his capiwal for the war, ooe-
fourth part of ihe populstion of the kKingdom
accompany him. The copita!, which is
called Abomey 13 abuut erght miles in cir-
cumlerence, and sarrounded by a deep
ditch. There are =x ent: :nces, which are
merely passages of earh eoostructed acroes
the ditch. Oue of them s reserved for the
exclusive use of the King, and the others
ate open (o all his subjects. Over each
gate are placed a number of buman skalls,
and 10 the interior of the site there 19 a high
pyram:d, formed of the skulls of men and
suimals. The King’'s palsce is in the
ceatre of the city, aud the houses of the in-
habitants are scaitered about here and there
without any order. The principal fete 1s
that called the Yqe-ah-ek-beth, or the pay-
ment of the roubadors. There are at
Dshomey a certain number of poets, ol
either, sex whose ooly occupstion s to
sing the exploits of heir Sovereign, and that
employment, which descends from father to
eon, is very lucrauive. At the above fete
the King publicly disiributes recompenses
1o the troubadours, according to their respec-
tive merite.— London Times.

Introduction of Carpets.

Carpets were 10 use, ai least of some
kind, as early .28 Amos, about 800 B.C
They were spread on the ground, on which
persons sat who dwelt 10 tents; but when
first used 1n houses, even in the east, we
have no record. In «he tweilih century
carpets were arueles of luxury; and o
Eugland it 18 meationed as an 1ostance of
Becket's splendid siyle of living, that his
sumptuous apar:meuis were every day io
winter sirown with clean hay or straw,
about A. D, 1160. The maonufacture of
woolen carpe's was introduced into France
from Persia in 'he reign of Henry 1Vib,
between 1589 snd 1610. Some artisans
who bad quitted France in disgust, came 1o
Eogland and established the carpet manu-
facture about 1750. With us, as with moet
pations, Persia and Turkey carpets, the
former especially, are most pnized, Our
famous Exminsier, Wilion, and Kidmioster
maoufacture is the growth of the last hus-
dred years. The weaver’s engine (often
called the Dutich loom) was brought into
use in London trom Holland in or about
the year 1676; emnce then the general
principle of the loom kas been infinitely
varied by mechanical ingenuity. There
sre about 250,000 h nd-loome« in Great
Britain, and 75,000 power-looms, each
being equal o 'hree hand-looms, making
twenty-two yards exch diy. Th- steam-
loom was ntroduced in the year 1807.—
Eng. Ezchange.
