aims.  In spite of our proverbial differ-
ences, our profession is at one on three
points.  lst. That diphtheria, typhoid,
scarlet fever, and the otber zymotic dis-
eases are preventible ; 2ad. that to give us
any bope of getting 11d of these scourges
our legislators must give u- a better pub-
lic yealth law ; and 3rd. that it would be
cheaper and better for the people to pre-
vert thece diseases than to trust to the
profession for theiwr cure.  Tuis united
testiwony, coming as it does from the
class of men who bave given most atten-
tion to the matter, and who at the sawe
time, have Jeast to gain by the prevention
of disease, should be deeply siguificant to
the people of Nova Scotia.

Notwithstanding that dipbktheria bas
ravaged the countiy for twenty-two yeacs
there 18 still a class of people who will not
admit that the disease 18 1nfectious or
capabl- of being carried 1n clothing, The
following facts are of importance as bear-
g on this question.

1 A famuy afterrvecovering from diph-
theria in Massachusetts, came to visit
some friends at River Jobn. The child-
ren of their bust tock the disease, went to
gchc ol whilst suffering from it, and sev-
aral other childeen who sat near them
were attacked?  The the epidewic be-
came general, and 1n two wonths there
were 120 cases and 22 deatbhs. Di. Collie,
the medical attendant upon these cases,
18 firmly of opinion that the disease
spread by infection, and that in no case
did it originate in the place.

2 A httle girl at Tatamagouche brush-
ed past a man wh came from Biule R ad,
two wiles away, and who bad dipbtheria

we must admit that the germs of disease
can be preserved in suitable conditions
for weeks or montbhs, and if for months
why not for years? If the germs of
' wheat can remamn in a mummy for thou-
sands of years and retain their vitality.
who can say that it 18 impossible tor the
germs of diphtheria to hve a century ?
The great destroyer of these gerays 1s the
oxygen of the air,and if they are exclud-
ed from the air as they may be between
the leaves of a book we may fairly assume
that they can hive foran indefinite period.
But with all their deadly and subtle na-
ture these sceds are easily destioyed.
Free exposure to the air, the use of dis-
infectants, gaseous, liquid or solid, will
prevent their future development into dis-
eases just as surely as breaking the eygyus
of the crocidile will prevent the growth of
the terrible creature’s off<pring. Whoen
men once realize and act upon the fa-t
that these diseases depend upon poisons
or seeds which we can destroy, then toese
sts of vur country will be robbed of
E:lf their power. Nearly every case wuich
I bave mentioned was the staiting poaat
of a deadly epidemice, and yet a httle care,
exposure of the 1ufected clothing to the
fumes ot burnming sutphur or to any other
disinfectant would bhave preveuted all.
