~ceeding Twenty Shillings, on any Perfon who  fhall encumber
or flop up the way in any of the Roads orSireets in this Province,
by laying Timber, Wood, Carts, Trucks or any other thing therc-
on, to be recovered by Warrant of Diftrefs and Sale of the Of-
fenders Goods and Chattels, or in Cafe fuch Offender thall not be
known or found, the fame fhallbe recovered by Sale of fo much
of the Timber or Wood, and the Carts, Trucks er other thing
encumbering or ftopping the Way in fuch Road or Strect as a-
forefaid, and be paid to the Overfeers of the Poor for the Ufe of
the Poor of the Town or Place where, or neareft the Place where
the Offence thall be committed,rendering the overplus, if any be,
to the Owner when found. And if the faid Nuifance fhall con-
tinue, the fame fhall be deemed a new Offence, and fhall be
profecuted , and liable to the Penalty-aforefaid.
