CHAP. CXIV.

AN ACT better to secure the tndependence of the Commons House of
Assembly of this Province, and for other purposes therein-mentioned.

[Royal Assent promulgated by Proclamation, 20th April, 1838.]

YWHEREAS it is expedient that the seats of Members of the House of
Assembly should be declared to be vacated in certain cases: Be it there-
Jore enacted, by the King’s most Excellent Majesty, by and with the
advice and consent of the Legislative Council and Assembly of the Province
of Upper Canada, constituted and assembled by virtue of and under the
authority of an Act passed in the Parliament of Great Britain, entitled,
“ An Act to repeal certain parts of an Act passed in the fourteenth year of
His Majesty’s reign, entitled, ¢ An Act for making more effectual provision
