LONDON, Jan. 20.—After only a
slight pause since the conclusion of
New Year’s battle on ‘the Eastern
Front the Russians have again be-
gun a strong offensive against the
Austro-Hungarians on ‘the Bessara-
bian frontier, east of Czernowitz, the
capital of Bukowina. Vienna had
forecasted a second phase of the bat-
tle in this region, which was immin-
ent by the announ neunt that the
Russians were throm strong rein-
forcements into East Galicia. In the
initial offensive of what probably will
be termed the Second Battle, the
Russians launched with numerous
columns four attacks near Bovan and
Toporoutzs® but according to Vienna
they were everywhere repulsed.

The Germans attacked the Russian
bases at Tarnopol, in East Galicia,

Owing
to reinforcements, the Ottomans say
they have assumed a violent offen-
sive. The latest Russian official com-
munication describes the Turkish
army in this region as having been
disorganized and dislodged from
strong positions extending over six-
tv-six miles, the Turkish retreat
taking on the character of a panic-
stricken flight. Several Turkish un-
its, the communication adds, were al-
most annihilated, hundreds of bodies
covering the fields of battle.

With the announcement that Mon-
tenegro had broken off negotiations

for peace with Austria-Hungary,

Although artillery bombardments,
mining, counter mining operations
and aerial attacks continue almost
exclusively on the Western line in
France, the Germans report the cap-
ture of trenches along the Yser Riv-
er. -The Entente Allied airmen have
dropped bombs on Metz and Arnavil-
de, doing some material damage.
Several attempts by the Austrians
to approach the Italian positions in
the Tolmino sector, near Oslavia,
were repulséd. Bombardments have
prevailed elsewhere. :
Another War Council of the En-
tente Allies, attended by British and
French members has been held in
; London. Nothing is known concern-
ing the Council except that it was
held for the discussion of plans for

further prosecution of the war.

Is Giving Gov't

Commons to-day. Heé said there was
a serious shortage in the world’'s re-
quirements. The British government
considered commandeering the whole
British tonnage in order to regulate
freights, Runciman said, but con-
cluded would merely aggravato the
shortage of tonnage for the United
Kingdom and its Allies. The Gov-
ernment was now taking steps to co-
ordinate more closely the work of
procuring the tonnage required fou
military and naval purposes; and for
the transportation of food. He hoped
this would release ships for the gen-
eral trade. The shipping question,
he said, is the most important prob-
lem which confronts the Government
at this stage of war.
