History is being made almost hourly 
in Ulster, the provisional government 
met for the first time yesterday in 
Ulster Hall, Belfast and Unionist 
newspapers here expatiate upon the 
gravity of that fast and upon the el­
aborate machinery ready to be set in 
motion.
