DOMINION DAY.
The Dominion of Canada will cele 

brate its first birthday in the new 
century under general conditions ot 
prosperity. It has been wall reniai ked 
that the superabundance of good 
things 'now enjoyed Jt>y the -United 
States as ‘"'compared w^th Canada is 
partly due to the fact that the preced-. 
ing period of depression was greater 
iu the Republic than in the Dominion, 
and so the reaction has been greater. 
But in spite of a somewhat un progres­
sive though not niggardly government 
Canada is enjoying a fair degree of 
prosperity, and the anniversary 
of her matai day will probably 
be celebrated with more unanimity 
than in the old days before a change 
of government had made the Liberals

BRITISH EMIGRATION.
Board of Trade returde 

on emigration and immigration, re­
cently issued, supply some H?hton two 
questions-first. the way in wtn-h the 
United States is building up a nation, 
and, secondly, how far the Anglo Sax­
on character of Great Britain’!! popu­
lation is being diluted by foreign pau­
pers. As to the first point, 189(XX) of 
the emigrants who left the Mother­
land in 1890 went to the United States. 
That was 63 per cent, of the total.while 
00,000 came to Canada, 15,725 wtnt to 
Australia, and 25,000 to the Cap. and 
Natal. But the serious fact A that 
there were 31,000 foreigner* al only 
18,000 British and Irish amc/g those 
who came to live under tb< British 
flag in this country, while 1‘2,000 Brit­
ish and Irish went to-the United 
States.

Not only the Irish but the British 
emigration to the Utte^ States has 
been steadily increasing of late years. 

^ twtweec 18r'Ve.U 1870 the majority 
of the emigrants from the United 
Kingdom to the United States 
were Irish or Scotch. The English 
emigrants were not more than 24 per 
cent, of the total, and their influence 
on the mixed population of the United 
States was small. In 1870 the English 
emigration to the United States be- 

to exceed the Irish; and be- 
1880 and 1900 it averaged 90,- 

a year. In the next five years it 
to 74,000 a year, and in 1898 

had gone down to 42,000. In 1899 it 
45.000, and in 1900 it was 49,000. 
Irish emigration to the United 

States has been increasingA^oo, since 
1898, and is now 41,000. Bu^bey differ 
in one respect—that the Irish figures 
show an enormous proportion of 
single females. There were 18,000 of 
these potential Irish servant girls in 
last year’s returns, against 7000 single, 
English women.

This brings us to the second 
point, and it is difficult to estimate ex­
actly how many aliens Britain did re­
ceive.

796 Scandinavians, 5,799 Germans, 7,- 
700 Italians, 3,000 Austrians, 300 
Roumanian Jews, 4,800 French, 
and the total was 62,000. If 
from this is deducted the foreign­
ers who are known to have taken 
passage abroad at British ports it will 
appear, (says the Board of Trade, that 
the net addition to the foreign popu 
lation of the Motherland was about 
14,000 persons. Reports show that the 
aliens have about all located in the 
poorer portions of London and Man­
chester. It would be interesting, as 
an English contemporary suggests, to 
learn why a country so free and well 
governed as Great Britain, should re­
pel Aogln Saxons and attract Rouman­
ian Jews.
