C. P. R. TRAIN TELEGRAPHERS
ON STRIKE.

SraTEMEST FROM MONTREAL.
Mootieal, Sept. 28.--A strike of the
telegraph operators employed on the en-
tire system of the Canadiun Pacific Rail-
way from Halifax to Vancouver was or-
dered to-night at 9 o'clock. The tele-
graphers have quite a long list of griev-
ances. Some of the operstors consplain
of having to eweep out the offices snd
either scrub the floors or pay 4 woman
to do it for them, Others state that

obliged to give an eye to the water tanks
near their stations, and fire up now and
then to pump water for trains. There
are also 1n many cases demands for in-
creased pay or statements that the former
rates have been reduced. As a result of
the complaints, Mr. T. M. Pierson, As-
sistant Grand Cbief of the Order of
Railway Telegraphers, came here yester-
day and met a committee representing
this branch of the employegs. At his
suggestion the local members decided to
wait upen the Assistant General Mana-
ger, Mr. Tait, and the Vice-President,
Mr. Staughnessy. It sppeared, how-
ever, that there was an agieement that
complaints from any certain dietrict
should, first of all, be referred to the
Divisional Superintendent in charge of
that portion of the system, and then,
if no satisfaction is received from him,
to the General Superintendent, snd so
to the President himeelf. In thie case
this has not been done, none of the As-
sistant Superintendents nor any cf the
General Superintendents having been no-
tified of the complaints submitted to the
mapagement. The deputation, there-
fore, was not received. Mr. Shaughnes-
sy, Vice-President ot the Company, ssid
this morning:- - The men know that they
must go to the Superintendente. They
have nst done so, and, up to the present,
the question whether they will or will
oot is the only one we are prepared to
entertain.’

At 3 o'clock this afternuon the mem-
bers of the order had not accepted this
ultimatum, and the state of uneettlement
continued. Mr. Pierson again conferred
with the local members, and slso by
wite with the chiefs of the ozder, and at
2 o’clock a strike of all the railway tele-
graphers and train despatchers was or-
dered.

MR. Tarr's STATEMENT.

Mr. Tait, the Assistant General Man-
sger, when seen shortly afterwards, gave
out the following statement :—

‘A committee claimiug to represent
the telegraph operators employed in con-
nection with the railway service on the
several divisions sought an interview
with the execntive officers at Montreal
for the purpose of discussing *some
alleged grievances. The members of the
commiittee and the telegraph operators
whow they claim to represent bave de-
clied to inform the officers of the
divisions on which they are employed of
these alleged grievances, as they are re-
quired to do by the regulationsof the
compgny, and as 18 alwaysdone by the
engine-men, train-wen and other em-
ployees. This appears te be the sole and
:only reason fer the strike which has been
ordered. We do not believe that this 1ll-
advised action of the committee will re-
ceive much counteusnce from the tele-
graph operators on the system. When
the strike was ordered at 9 o'clock ope
operator at Wiodsor Street Station
walked out, and we are informed thag
two or three train despatchers and a few
operators at stations of lesser importance
did hkewise.’

This is the situation at midnight.
The company does not appear to be much
alaimed so far, as it is understood that a
large percentage of the operators .do tot
belong to the Order of Railway Tele-
graphers :

Shortly after midanight Mr. Pierson
exp:essed himszIf as well satiefied with
the progress of the strike.

¢ Uf course,’ said Mr. DPierson, ‘It is

orderel, and it is difficult to give exact
informativn, but my information is al-
together different from that given by
Mr. Tait. There are about 860 tele-
graph operators in the railway system,
of whom 750 are members of the order.
I have received despatches from all
parts of the country to the effect that
all the members of the order are going
out, and that many of the non-membere
are joining them. In the City of Mon-
treal alone nine non-memnbers have joiu-
ed the members on strike. Our grie-
vances are more serious than reported,
and are of such]a character that they
could not be settled by the Divisional
Snperintendents to whom Mr, Tait re-
fers. They refer to the rules and regu-
lations governing the entirz system.
The operators are over-worked.

Telepraph Compavy.
IN THE FAR WEST.
Win~wes, Sept.  28.—The Tri-

bune says:—*It is reported that to-
night at midnight the railway tele-
graphers of the C. P, R, system will go
out on strike unlese a new schedule of
increased pay is agreed to by the man-.
sgement of the road. It is stated that
the ultinistum presented to the manage-
ment at Montreal on Saturday demanded
an increase of 10 per cent, in the wages
of operatcrs,’

Touching on the same question, The
Not’-Wester says :—* Before the end of
this week railroad circles in Canada
may witness some senzational happenings,
which, if carried ont, will be of a eerione
and widespread scope, extending from
the Atlantic to the Pacific. For some
time past & silent movement has been
on foot among the station sgents and
operators along the line of the C. P. R,
from the far east and extending over the
Rockies. Details of the movement gre
slmost impossible to be learned, for the
authorities naturally are inclined to
closk the matter, while the men them-
selves do™ not consider it is to their
interest to give publicity to ihe scheme.
The Nor’-Wester has, however, received
sufficient information to ‘warrant its
seying that a strike on the trans-con-
tinental line of the C. P, R.is immi-
nent, in fact that unless the demands
of the station agents and operators sre
met with there will be a whclesale up-
beaval of the traip service inside of a
few days. From all that can be glesn-
ed it would seem that the company has
threatened a rcduction in the wages of
station agents and operators along its
main line, and that the reduction will
not be accepted by the men, It is said
that the matter is now nearing that etage
where 8 crisis is smminent.

Dominion Parliament,

Ottawa, Sept. 20.—In the house to-
day Hon. Mr. Davies in reply to Mac-
dovald of P. E, L, said that “telegraphic
orders bad been eent to the officers of
the department instructing them to pre-
vent the depredations of American lobster
tishermen in our waters,

Hon. Mr. Fisher announced that Dr.
McEachren bad been appointed chief
veterinary inspector for the dominion,
A special effort was to be made to stamp
out toe DPicton cattle diseares, In ex-
planation of sn item of $12,000 for
quarsutine, the minister of agriculture
said that for some years Canadian cattle
have been allowed to be transhipped at
Portland for ports in Great Britain,
Recently Boston was also opened for ship-
ment of Canadian cattle, but was ot
open at present, for the reason that the
C.P. R. had not completed the stock-
yards at Richford, where ecattle could be
examined as insisted on by the United
States authorities,

In the senate today Hop, Mr, Bculton
delivered a long barangue in favor of
free sugar and increasing the duty on
spirits, both excise and customs. Hon.
Mr. Kirchpoffer in a very clever speech
called attention to the impropriety of
provincial premiers receiving sppoint-
ments or employment from the domin-
ion government. Sir Oliver Mowat
moved the adjournmeut of the debate,
which was carried.

The papers were brought down to-
day in connection with the fast Atlautic
service. They include the tenders which
were received by the department of trade
and commerce in June last for perform-
ing the cervice. Mr. Huddart was
willing to undertake the coutract for a
ten years' service for a subsidy of $1,-
125,000 per anpum, but bhe asked fora
modification in the terms relating to
speed by empowering the minister of
trade and commerce to relieve the con-
tract from forfeiture in the event of the
vessels being delayed through no fault of
the contractor. He asked for a delay
of six months from the acceptance of
bis offer in which to make the necessary
financial arrangements. The tender of
the Allaps is for £225,000 per annvin.
They also take exception to the sime
clause as Mr, Huddart, and request’ that
a penalty be not exacted for a reduction
during fog, tnow storms or heavy gales,
or from thenterrupticn of the service
by strikes of workmen, serious marine
disasters, etc. They ask also that the
contract for the mail service during the

On the motion to go into supply to-day
Mr Davin moved in amendment that, in
the opinion ot the House, coal oil, agri-
cultural implements and binder twine
should be placed on the free list,

In replyiog to Mr. Davin, the Premier
stated that whatever might be the merits
of the resolution, he must ask his hon.
frienl if he Lelieved the House should
give six months’ notice of tariff changes
that were to take place next year. The
governwent bad, from the first, stated
that the tariff would not be touched this
session, nor until they bad had an oppor-
tunity of fully investigating this impor-
tant question. This assurance had been
given the people, and hon. gentlemen
oppoeite could not now ask the govern-
ment to break faith with the country.
The vote on Mr. Davin’s motion gave
the government a8 majority of 102, the
vote standing 26 for the resolution and
128 against it.

The house without a dissenting voice
decided to forego the old standing parlia-
mentary perquisite cf a trunk of station-
ery each session.

Mr. Bain moved the adoption of the
report of the committee on agriculture,
which deals with the question of zold
storage.

The Minister of Agriculture said the
House would find the governm-nt pre-
pared to carry out the recommendations
in the report as far as lay in their power,
In the matter of quarantine of thorough-
bred stock he had reason te believe that
the United States government was pre-
pared tc meet Canada on acommon
ground.
