London, Oct. 15.—A Vienna despatch to 
the Manchester Guardian saya :—Simul­
taneously with the presentation of his 
credentials, the Ottoman Ambassador to 
Vienna was ordered to declare to Count 
Andraeey that the Porte would be com­
pelled to oppose by arms the advance of 
the Austrian troops upon Novi-Bazar.

A Vienna despatch says the "Austrian 
reply to the Turkish circular indignantly 
but calmly, and in dignified terms, repels 
the Turkish charge of atrocities by 
Austrians.

A performer was singing a 
comic song, when a freer fight commenced 
in the pit. A cry of fire was raised, and a 
general stampede took place for the box- 
office entrance, though there are said to 
have been five other doors open. The 
police inside and outside vainly endeavour­
ed to control the crowd. The structure of 
the theatre where the crush occurred is in­
tricate. The exits converge into a narrow 
well, and it was in this well the dead were 
collected in a ghastly pile six or seven deep. 
An upright partition in the centre of the 
doorway stopped the passage until cut 
away with an axe, enabling some to escape. 
The greatest excitement prevailed outride 
the theatre. Fire engines and fire escapes 
arrived, and the firemen, joining the police, 
entered to reassure the people. The 
manager upon the first alarm rushed into 
the pit from the entrance and shouted to 
the audience to remain quiet, but without 
effect until the theatre had been nearly 
cleared. The dead and injured were carried 
to the infirmary. Two of the dead were 
women, three boys and thirty-two able- 
bodied men of the labouring class.

Tfea Supreme Cent
Ottawa, Oot 14.—In the hurried action 

of the dying Government in the distribu­
tion of patronage a difficulty seems to 
to have been created with regard to the 
Supreme Court. By clause nine of the 
Supreme Court and Exchequer Court Act 
it is enacted, in reference to the oath to be 
administered to presiding judges, that 
“ said opth shall be administered to the 
Chief Justice of the said courts before the 
Governor-General, or the person adminis­
tering the government of tne Dominion, in 
Council, ami to Puisne Judges of the said 
courts by the Chief Justice. The absence 
from Canada of Chief Justice Richards 
would, under the above clause and accord­
ing to high legal opinion, render it impossi­
ble that Mr. Justice Taschereau, recently 
appointed, can act until the return of the 
Chief Justice, who alone is empowered to 
administer the oath of office to Puisne 
Judges of the Supreme Court. Again, it 
is enacted under the Supreme Court Act 
that five Judges shall form a quorum. 
The resignation of Mr. Justice Taschereau 
and its acceptance destroys the quorum 
of that Court, makes it necessary to re­
argue the causée heard1 st the last sitting of 
the Court, and renders it imperative to 

' one the sitting appointed for the 
instant uatil such timer as a quorum 

of the Court can be re-established.
