¢ Her Majosty remained seized of
these harbors and of the land covered
with the water thereof, jure regio for
the public purposes of tne Dominion
and subject to the exclusive control of
the Parliament of Canada.”

These judgments as belore remarked
very materially furtbered the claim of
the Island—in fact settled the ques-
tion, in which it was involved beyond
dispate.

Attention might bere be called to
the expression * Public Harbor.”
Sirange as it may appear there are
private harbors. as distinguished trom
* public harbors.” Even so important
a harbor as the harbor of St. Joha, N
B, was, in one sense, a private bar-
bor having been granted by the Crown
in 1785 to the Corporation of the City
of St. Juhn. Last year it was vested
in Harber Commissioners appointed
by the Corporation, the Board Trade
and the Dominion Government ; and
the Dominion Government granted
$500 00V tor the purchase of the Cor-~
porate rights of the City, and the con-
struction of wharves and appliances
necessary to the trade of the port. The
ha:bors o! Montreal, Quebec, Halitax,
Sydney. Pictou, and nearly all others
in Canada are under the contrul of
Harbor Commissioners. There are
no private harbors on this Island, and
we felt satisficd that legally and equit
ably we had the right to ask the
Doainion Government to make good
our claim But we fortified ourselves
still further. The terms state that,
in respect Lo harbors, etc., the Island

shall be treated as the other Provinces;
and ou looking into the public ac-
counts, aud the blue books, we find
that the Lominion Goveroment have |
been constructing sed maintaiviag
just sach public works as the piers of
P. E. Island. A: Fort Darlington
Oshawa, Whitby, Coburg. River
Blanche, acd many other places
throughout the Dominion, the Do~
minion Government huve, year after
year, made large expenditurc on works
precisely similar to our piers ;—and
these facts also gave strength to our
case.
