He unflinghingly. up-
held the attitudé taken by the British

France, which did not threaten the
rights of Great Britain. Sir Edward
Grey made no fecret of the fact that
the situation had at one time been
very tense but thought his stateme~ts
today wauld prove a sedative to 2
world which has been indulging In a
fit of political alcoholism’ and that
the time had arrived to get and to
keep cool and sober.
House Was Crowded.

The House of Commcms was crowi-
ed when Sir Hdward Grey ‘arose.
Many distinguished strangers were in
the galleries imong them a number
of foreign diplomats. At the ou‘set,
Sir Edward told the House that Herr
Vpn Kiderlin 'Waechter’s disclosure
of the conversations which had talen
place between the German ambassi-
der and himself had taken him ¥
surprise.

Herr Von Kiderlin Waech-
ter’s statement was complete so that
Qe (Sir Edward Grey) was under 10
necessity of putting the part taken
by the British foreign ‘office-before the
House cf Commons in a fuller man-
ner.

The communciation made to the
British foreign office by .the German
ambassador, Count Paul Wolff Meot-
ernich, on July 1, in regard to the. Jis-
patch of the German gunboat Pan-
ther to Agadir, in southern Moracc),
and the ambassador’s explanation in
regard to that matter, continued Sir
Edward Grey, made it clear that Ger-
many regarded a return to the status
quo in Morocco as impossible and tnat
Germany’s real objective was a de-
finite solution «f the whole Moroccan
question.

Winnipeg, 27—The Canadian
Pacific hundred and fifty
thousand new settlers Canaia
from the United Kingdom' this year.
This merely shows the number of per
sons who actuaily paid transportation
whereas if the children carried free
are taken into account at least 20
per cent can be added, which would
swell the total 10 a hundred and sev-
enty-five thousand.

E. Miles Bailey, Representative of
British Capitalist, Believes Edmon-
ton and Calgary Have Tremendoas
Industrial ossibilities, ’

Winnipeg, Nov. 27—Edmonton and

Calgary will soon. be nc¢ longer de-

pendent for their prosperityson agri-
culture alone, thinks E. Miles Bailey,
representative of British capitalists,
who is at present here after havinz
spent several weeks in the west.

“During the last month 'or so}” he
said, “I have been knocking »ac:-
wards and forwards across the Rock-
ies and have had a gocd opportuni.y
for observing ‘he men and the indus-
tries of the country.”

.A remarkable feature of most. west-
ern cities, and especially of Edmoncon
and Calgary, is the extreme youth of
the men occupying important psi-
tions. 1 was prepared. te find that
Canadians did not place so high a
premium upon experience as we do
in England, but I was not prepared 1o
see bank managers and heads of
large business concerns of twenty-five
or thirty years nf age. I cannot say,
though, that I ohserved any bad ef-
fect from the placing cf responsibil-
ity on youthful shoulders.

“I was also struck with the 'ndus-
trial possibilities of Calgary and Ed-
monton. In c¢lose proximity to the
mighty Rockies they have at hand
sources of abundant raw ~material,
and it cannot he lcmg until their in-
dustries become as important a means
of income as their agriculture, Poten-
tial power is being discovered in all
parts of the countiry. The Bow river
will- eventually furnish plenty cof
power to Calgary, as will also the
Saskatchewan to Edmcmton The de-
velopment of industry is therefore
certain.

“A couple 0f weeks ago I sailed
down the Fraser river, and the scenec
of activity I observed all along the
bank impressed me The whole val-
ley of the Fraser is an extended con-
struction camp Everywhere steel is
being laid and mcuntains tunneled
It is easy to foresee for that valley a
large and prosperous population with-
in a very short time The west is
wonderful.”

Of South African Markets.
Trade Falls Off,

American

Milwaukee, Wis.,, Nov. 26—American
trade has fallen off considerably in
South Africa, chiefly because it is not
properly exploited, according to the
Right Rev.. Hugh McSherry, vicar
apostole of Eastern Cape = Province,
Port. Elizabeth Souht Africa. - “A great
deal of American-made goods is used
in oSuth Africa, but by pushing the
business I think this country could do
a great deal more’’ said the bishop
tonight.

The ‘chief American products are bootis
and shoes, mining machinery and office
furniture. The Germans are pushing
their products with great enterprise.
They are making decided headway, al-
though of qourse British made goods
still are most used.
