Great Britain Has the Fastest Battle­
ship in the World.

London, Jan. 9.—The new British 
battleship cruiser Lion, in an eight- 
hour speed trial today, made over 31 
knots an hour. This eclipses by a Knot 
and a half the record made by the biff 
German warship Moltke. That is the 
claim made here at least. The Ger­
man Dreadnought cruiser made 29% 
knots in a speed trial on Sept. 13, which 
was over four knots better than was 
expected. In a trial over a measured 
mile on Nov. 03, however, it is claimed 
that the Moltke developed 50,000-horse- 
power and went over the course al 
something better than 30 knots an 
hour.
