A WESTERN VIEW.

The transcontinental railway gues-
tion overshadows all other public
problems, since Mr. Borden anuounceg
his determination to appeal 4o the
electorate on it, and to ask them
to endorse state ownership of the
railways, instead of the Goveran-
ment's proposition. Before it was a
case of the Government driving a
bad bargain through with the aid
of its majority following and the
country having no voice in the mat-
ter whatever. Now the people will
decide. In this connection it is “In-
teresting to note the view the West
takes of the two propositions. We
quote from an editorial in the Win-
nipeg Tribune, an Indepeadent Lib-
eral newspaper :

The people of Canada dre to be
congratulated that an avenue of es-
cape from the machinations of the
brigands, who, with the assistance of
their parliamentary cat's-paws, has
been rapidly partitioning the natur-
al resources of the Domioion, has
been provided by the declaration, of
Mr. Borden, endorsed by the Ottawa
Opposition, that if returned to power
he will wipe out the Grand Trunk
Pacific enormity and proceed to
construct the new transcontinental
rallway as a governmegt undertak-
ing, to be owned and operated by
the government. While all Liberals
would probably have preferred to see
the hand of deliverance extended by
their own party, still every genuine-
ly patriotic Liberal, from whose eyes
the scales must have been shaken by
the repudiation by Liberal leaders of
every principle upon which they at-
tained power, will hail with genuine
satisfaction the opportunity to save
themselves and their country from
the blighting consequences that
would {low from the consummation
of ‘the railway monstrosity which
has received its third reading at the
capital. Taking it all in all, Mr. Bor-
den’s declaration was a courageous,
statesmanlike deliverance, which will
cause thousands and lhousands‘ of
citizens, men of Liberal or radical
turn of mind, to rally to his assist-
ance to save the country from the
vortex into which the grafters and
plunderers are plunging it. Speaking
frankly, we scarcely expected that
Mr. Porden would exhibit the cour-
age necessary to take the bold stand
he has taken. Only those who un-
derstand something of the workings
of the parties can realize the task
involved in inducing an entire party
to strike so bold a stroke for radieal
reform. It is, indeed, a great stride
forward to have a political party
as powerful as the Conservatives, es-
pouse the cause of public ownership
and boldly pledge itself, if sustained
by the people, to build, own and
operate, under a commission, a trans-
contimental railway. The issue will
now be placed squarely before the
people, and they will themselves have
the decision as to whether they are
io be delivered over, body and soul,
‘to the brigands, or whether they will
escape through the avenune offered.

\Vers Beaten Off By Japs.

4,000 By 1,500 J >
—zar's Men Had 200 Killed and Left
400 Wounded on the Field-More Than
& Hundred Japs Were Killed—-Gen,
Kuroki Had Typhus Fever—EKussia
Loses European Opinion.

London, June 6.—~The Daily Tele-
graph’s Tientsin correspondent wires:

“‘Four thousand Russians belonging
to Gen. Stakelberg’'s brigade on May
31 attacked 1,500 Japanese occupy-
ing a position 15 miles south of
Wafagtien. The Russians were re-
pulsed, losing 200 killed and 400
wounded; The Japanese lost more
than 100 killed."”

Kuroki Had Typhus,

Paris, June 6.—The St. Petersburg
correspondent of The Matin says:
“‘According to information received
here Gen. Kuroki has been suffering
from a mild attack of typhus fever,
but he has now recovered.

‘““The general belief is that Gen.
Kuropatkin will not advance to the
relief of Port Arthur. In any case
orders to do so have not yet been
transmitted,

“I learn that England has ob-
tained from Japan on behalf of Rus-
sia assurances that the Japanese
will not/ destroy seals in Behring
Sea during the war.

“It is rumored the army corps of
the St. Petersburg district will be
mobilized shortly. I have reason te
believe that two other army corps in
the central district will also be
mobilized.””

Peace Not Far O,

London, June 6.—Japan’s unbrok-
en and overwhelming success is pro-
ducing some curious efiects on Euro-

pean opinion. Continental
thie- have been largely pro-Russian
and were coupled until a week ago
with the conviction that the war
would soon demonstrate the military
superiority of Russian arms.

The completeness of the Russian
disaster at Nanshan seems to have
created the impression that peace is
not far off. Europe has apparently
suddenly jumped to the conclusion
that Port Arthur soon will fall, and
that Russia, rather than carry on a

useless war, will sue for terms.
