Washington, Aug. 4—There was an
expectation at the state department that
perhaps toward the close of the after-
noon some word might be received from
Spain through the French ambassader
in reply to the President’s deliverance
yesterday on the subject of peace condi-
tions. This expectation was based upon
the fact that the terms themselves had
not been modified in any essential point,
so that there was little occasion for pro-
lorging discussion by the Spanish Cab-
inet which was presumed to haye thor-
oughly considered this matter before
sending the first reply. However, it was
perceived by some news despatches that
the Madrid cabinet meeting had been
inconclusive, so it was then presumed
that nothing definite could be expected
bcfore to-morrow noon at the earliest.

There is a confident belief among t'he
administration officials that the S[;ams'h
government will accept the terms laid
down by the President, and that the de-
lay of a day or two in recognizing the
inevitable is to be accounteq for by rea-
sons of Spanish international poh.cy,
which would not countenance resisting
submission without at least a delay of
a purpose to improve the terms. This,
however, cannot be .accomplished, and
the. French ambassador, who is well
aware of that fact, unquestionably has
so informed the Spanish government
though that government has preserved
its record in good form to meet the criti-
cism of its political opponents by sub-
mitting the counter proposition presented
yesterday by M. Cambon to the Presj-
dent. Meanwhile preparations for the
war expedition go on steadily.

SPANISH VICTORIES,

A Series Reported:_i‘-rom Madrid—Com-
anander Said to Have Been Shot
for Surrendering.

Madrid, Aug. 4.—Official reports from
Toilo show that the operations against
the insurgents in Viscayas has been vig-
-0rously_ pushed. There have been sey-
eral skirmishes with bands in the Cam-
uraines province, the insurgents being
beaten. The insurrection in the north-
ern province has been suppressed. Ac-
cording to the same reports a British
steamer loaded with natives and a cargo
of arms coasted along the Viscayas
shore, but the inhabitants of the eastern
towns opposed a landing of munitions.
On the queen regent’s name day, the
notables of Viscayas tendered General
Arroyas assurance of their devotion to
the throne.

A COLONEL CALLED DOWN.

U. 8. Secretary of War Resents His
Comparison of Merits of
Several Corps.

Washington, Aug. 4—The following
correspondence has passed between Col.
Roosevelt, and Secretary Alger: “San-
tiago, July 23, 189S8. My Dear Mr. Sec-
retary:——I am writing with the knowl-
edge and approval of General Wheeler.
We earnestly hope you will send us
most of the regulars, and at any rate
the cavalry division, including the Rough
Riders who are as good as any regulars
and three times as good as any state
troops, to.Porto Rico. There are 1,800
effective men in this division. If those
who were left behind were joined to
them, we could land at Porto Rico in
this cavalry division close to 4,000 men
who would be worth easily 10,000 Na-
tional Guards armed with black powder
Springfields. or other archaic weapons.
Yery respectfully, Theodore Roosevelt.”
The following was cabled to Col.
Rootgevelt' to-day: ‘“Your letter of 23rd
received. The regular army, the volun-
teer army and the Rough Riders have
done well, but I suggest that unless you
want to spoil the effects and glory of
your victory, you make no invidious
comparisons.

As an explanation of the
situation, the following letter from Col-
onel Theodore Roosevelt, commanding
the First Cavalry, to General Shafter,
was handed by the latter to the corres-
pondent here of the Associated Press for
publication: ;
Major-General Shafter, Sir:—In the
meeting between general and medical of-
ficers called by you at the palace this
morning we were all, as you know, un-
snimous in the view as to what should
be done with the army. To keep us here,
in the opinion of every officer command-
ing a division or brigade, would simply
involve the destruction of thousands.
There is no possible reason for not ship-
ping practically the entire command
north at once. Yellow fever cases are
very few in the cavalry division where
I command, and in one or two of the bri-
gades there is not one true case of yel-
low fever except one sent to the hospital
at Siboney where they contracted it. In
this division there have been 1,500 cases
of malarial fever. Not a man has died
from it, but the whole command is so
weuakened and shattered as to be ripe for
dying like sheep when a real yellow
fever epidemic strikes us. Quarantine
against malarial fever is much like
guarantine against toothache. We are
certain that as soon as the authorities
at Washington fully appreciate the con-
ditions that the army will be sent home.
If there were any object in keeping us
here we would face yellow fever with as
much indifference as we face bullets, but
there is no object., The four immune
regiments ordered here are sufficient to
garrison the city and surrounding towns
aud there is absolutely nothing for us to
do here and has not been since the city
surrendered. It is impossible to move
mto the interior. HEvery shifting camp
doubles the sick rate in our present
weakened condition and, anyhow, the in-
terior is rather worse than the coast,
for I have found by actual reconnois-
sance that the four present camps are
as healthy as any camp at this end of
the island can be. I write only because
I cannot see our men who fought so
bravely and endured extreme hardships
and danger so uncomplainingly, go to de-
struction without striving, so far as lies

is unnecessary and undeserved.

SAGASTA WON'T BE HUSTLED.

He Will Conclude the War Only in the
Leisurely Way It Has Been
Conducted.

Madrid, Aug. 4—The consultations be-
tiween the Premier, the presidents of the
chambers and other prominent persons
ar2 described as being really of a natiou-
al charaecter, with a view of ascertaining
the opinions of all parties. The govern-
ment has not yet entered upon an en-
gugement regarding the terms for con-
clucding the war with the United States.
The ecabinet will follow the advice of
the leaders and will leave to the crown
the liberty of choosing new advisers.

All the leaders consulted thus far
have observed the strictest reserve, with
the exception of Senor Romero y Fob-
ledo, the leader of the Weylerite party,
who declares himself in favor of con-
tinuing the war. The queen regent
summoned several generals for consul-
tation.

London, Aug. 4—The Madried corres-
pondent of the Times says: Though
peace is regarded as assured, it may
not be attained so quickly as is general-
ly expected. Senor Sagastn objects to

FINDER OF WHITE PASS.

Mr. and Mrs. J. W. Moore Return From

a Visit to the Father of Skagway.

Mr. and Mrs. J. W. Moore returned
yesterday morning on the Tees from
kagway where they have been visiting
for the past fifteen days the parents of
Mr. Moore, Capt. and Mrs. William
Moore. Captain Moore is the pioneer
of Skagway, the first white man to cross
the now famous White Pass, the engi-
neer and builder of the trail that by
Skagwayians is claimed to be the cheap-
est, quickest and easiest route to the
gold fields. Capt. Moore laid out the
townsite of Skagway eight years ago,
built the first and only first class wharf
that Skagway has, and the only wharf
where a vessel can land during the
heavy gales, for which the Alaska coast
is noted. Mr. J. W. Moore was too
full of business yesterday to give a de-
tailed account of his trip. He has been
employed on the steamer Charmer, as
purser, for the past 13 years without
interruption, and this is his first trip of
recreation during all that period—a re-
markable record indeed.. Mrs. Moore
was at first reticent aboit being inter-
viewed, but at last surrendered to the
inevitable, and said:

“I had a delightful trip, and was very
agreeably surprised with Skagway. [
expected to find a wierd etountry, with
rude and rough people, but on arrival
was surprised to find a pretty little vil-
lage, the people of which woull do
honor to Victoria or any other city.
