Celebrated Volcane Suddenly
Resumes Active Operations
on Large Scale.

London, June 23.—According to a spe-
cial despatch received here from Naples,
the volcane Vesuvius is in full erup-
tion. 'This, the most celebrated voleano
in the world, rises from the eastern mar-
gin of the Bay of Naples, in Italy, and
is the centre of a region which has been
densely populated for more than 20
centuries. Several times violent erup-
tions have occurred which have engulfed
cities and burned thousands of victims
heneath the hot lava.. Clouds of cin-
«ders ‘have been thrown forth, which
have destroyed all vegetation in many
miles. Usually the more violent erup-
tions have been preceded by earth-
quakes. The engulfing of the ancient
city of Pompeii is the most noted of the
calamities attributed to the voleano, al-
though since the other big eruption in
1631, it has never relapsed into a state
of total quiescence.

[EXTENSIVE FIRE
AT SEATTLE

One Hundred Thousand Dollars
Damage Done Early Yes-
terday Morning.

Seattle, June 23.—Fire breaking out in
the molding mill of Rholfs & Schoder,
on First avenue south, near
street, destroyed the neighboring build-
lings and caused a damage of more than
$100,000 early this morning.
