Tranquille or Fortune ranch, nine 

miles west of Kamloops, will be the 
scene of the first sanitarium Institut­
ed by the anti-tuberculosis society of 
the province. The action of the board 
oi directors In locating the Institution 
at this point is due to a report of a 
committee of which Dr. Fagan was the 
chairman, rendered at a session of the 
heard yesterday in Vancouver.

The sanitarium will he surrounded 
by 10,000 acres of land controlled by 
the society.

The following report was rendered 
by the committee of the board of the 
anti-tuberculosis society, appointed to 
report upon available sites for sanitaria 
at a meeting held In Vancouver yester­
day:
To the Chairman and Members of the 

Board of Directors, of the British 
Columbia Anti-Tuberculosis Society: 
Gentlemen—Tour committee, con­

sisting of Dr. R. E. Walker, New 
Westminster; Dr. Wm. Stephen, Van­
couver; Mr. A. S. Barton, Victoria, and 
Dr. C. J. Fagan, general secretary, Vic­
toria, and appointed to Investigate and 
report on building sites for consump­
tion eanltorla, beg to report as fol- 
hundred and sixty acres and Is situ­
ated on a plateau overlooking the vil- 
lows:

The first place visited was Lynns’ 
ranch at North Bend. It contains one 
lage, about a quarter of a mile to the 
east of the Canadian Pacific railway 
station. The elevation is 400 feet, and 
the aspect approximately south-west. 
It rises in benches to the north-east 
and Is well timbered. These benches 
and trees protect the lower ones from 
the north-east winds, which, I under­
stand,- are the prevailing winds.

property Inclusive of, everything on it. 
Your contihittee had only a very hur­
ried look over the place, ar they con­
sidered the price too high. If the own­
er would be willing to accept a much 
reduced offer It might be well to fur­
ther enquire Into and Investigate the 
conditions at this place as a site for 
an institution for advanced consump­
tives.

The next place visited was Savonas, 
situated at the west end of Kamloops 
lake. Here your committee took a boat 
and visited some six places which 
have been thought of as possible sites. 
All are good locations, and some in­
deed are very beautiful, but each has 
some drawback, such as wrong aspect, 
exposure to prevailing winds, or want 
of water. ,

The last place visited on this lake 
was Tranquille. This location Is well 
known not only throughout British 
Columbia, but In other provinces. Mr. 
and Mrs. Fortune and Mr. and Mrs. 
Cooney receive patients, and In their 
simple way have done good work for 
the community.

The general committee had many 
times thought of this location as a 
site for a consumptive hospital, and It 
is well known that Sir William Van 
Horne, advised by Dr. Reddick, strong­
ly approved of It for the same purpose, 
but when we came to deal with facts, 
the price demanded was so much out 
of proportion to the available funds 
that Its acquirement was looked on as 
outside the question.

Tranquille Is situated on the north 
side of the eastern end of Kamloops 
lake, about nine miles by road from 
Kamloops and two miles by water from 
Tranquille station on the Canadian 
Pacific railway. There are two ranches 
at Tranquille, one to the west, owned 
by. Mr. E. Cooney, and the ether to 
the east, owned by Mr. William For­
tune.

The configuration of this property 
has its own peculiar advantages, for, 
with a southerly aspect and protected 
by bluffs from the prevailing winds, it 
is a spot apparently fitted out by na­
ture to assist in the fight against man’s 
most destructive enemy.

The winds that our experience at 
Six Mile Point leads us to fear most, 
come from the north-west. At Tran­
quille, a chain of mountains and a 
bluff afford absolute protection.

The elevation at Tranquille is abo.ut 
1,100 feet. The climatic conditions are 
SO well known that It Is unnecessary 
to repeat particulars; and I can only 
sav that a rainfall of about four Inches 
a year, with a snowfall of about one 
inch, is a factor of great importance 
in selecting a site. I cannot vouch for 
this statement, but I can well believe It 
that the temperature in winter Is some 
six or eight degrees higher than It is 
at Kamloops; the complete protection 
from all cold winds and the direct 
southerly exposure would plainly ac­
count for this difference.

The Fortune ranch has a lake fron­
tage of about one mile, and consists 
of some 275 acres of arable land. Irri­
gated by a copious supply of water 
from Tranquille creek. Mr Fortune 
has a record of water In this creek 
w hich never dries and is capable of 
supplying ten times the local needs.

In this connection, however, in or- 
d-r that proper means he taken to 
conserve the water supply and make 
>t sufficient to serve all useful pur­
poses in connection with such an In­
stitution, it is thought advisable that 
'he opinion of an engineer be taken, 

s it is probable that the water which 
available might be brought under 

control not only for general, domestic 
cl sanitary uses, but might also be 
handled as to generate power for 

c' ctrlc light and other tatlllties.

There are further 
9,000 acres of grazing land leased for 
20 years from the Dominie» govern­
ment for two cents an acre, and well 
fenced.

The lower ranch produces all the 
smaller fruits in abundance and con­
tains an orchard of about ten acres, 
which has already distinguished Itself 
by the receipt of hundreds of exhibi­
tion prizes.

The place is well stocked with cat­
tle, horses, sheep, etc., the particulars 
of which- will he submitted la another 
place.

There are two large buildings, with 
out-houses and ether structures, on 
the property. A photograph of one 
of the building Is attached hereto. 
With a reasonable- outlay these build­
ings could be converted Into shape tor 
present use, thus rendering the prop­
erty Immediately available to that ex­
tent.

As already stated, your committee 
hesitated at the cost of this desirable 
location, ahd heart heavy, again con­
cluded that the price was an insuper­
able barrier.

In discussing the other proposed 
sites, the question of water supply vfas 
prominent. Pumping was the only 
means available, the cost of which tor 
our choicest sites was prohibitive. Two 
members of your committee, Mr. A. S. 
Barton and Dr. Stephen, strongly ad­
vanced the idea that the fact that 
there was an ample supply at Tran­
quille almost equalized the cost of 
purchase with places to be had for a 
smaller sum, but requiring a pumping 
station. On reflection and after In­
quiry as to cost, this view appealed 
very strongly to your committee, and 
negotiations were entered into with 
Mr. Fortune and an option obtained 
which it is hoped the board of di­
rectors will confirm.

TOE HEW MSTUMW SYSTEM
By-law Providing for Borrowing a 

Quarter Million Dollkre Will be 
Introduced Friday Night

One hundred and seven dwellings 
totally or partially destroyed, a prop­
erty loss Of $175,000 and over 250 
people rendered homeless Is the re­
sult of the disastrous Are which de­
vastated a portion of the northern 
area of Victoria Tuesday afternoon. All 
day yesterday the homeless ones were 
busily engaged In looking for new 
quarters, and In gathering their ef­
fects from the various improvised 
storehouses, whither the volunteer 
workers had conveyed them. The total 
amount of Insurance Is estimated at 
about $62,009, but it is probable that 
this will be swelled by additional 
claims for furniture damaged In re­
moval and tor buildings damaged by 
smoke, fire and water.

The sufferers are all disposed to take 
matters philosophically and à spirit of 
optimism is everywhere manifested. 
Little demand has been made upon 
the relief fund for assistance as yet.

As a result of the avalanche of crit­
icism which has been hurled at the 
heads of the mayor and council, the 
city’s chief magistrate has been im­
pelled to call for an investigation of 
the work of the fire department dur­
ing the conflagration. The investiga­
tion will take place on Friday eve­
ning next, when the fire wardens In 
the presence of the city council, a 
special meeting of which has been 
called for that evening, will endeavor 
to decide whether a shortage of water 
or defective methods In fighting the 
blaze were responsible for the fact 
that the fire got beyond control in 
its earlier stages. In the lower levels 
the water gauge stood at 28 pounds 
pressure for the greater portion of the 
time.

Fagged out
from their exertions 'In fighting the 
flames the firemen maintained a watch 
over the burned area both Tuesday 
and last evening. All day yesterday 
they were busy demolishing the chim-. 
neys in the ruined district, which as 
long as they stood were a menace to 
those passing near. Their work dur­
ing the fire for the most part has jhet 
with encomiums, although there are 
some who think that had a few of the 
buildings south of Government street 
been demolished by explosives, the 
four blocks to the east might not have 
suffered.

The ruined area was carefully pa­
trolled last evening as well as the 
neighborhood where household goods 
were hastily piled on verandas or any 
place lending shelter. All unite In 
praising the efforts of the police dur­
ing the progress of the fire. Chief 
Langley was everywhere, assisting the 
firemen aiding in the work of demol­
ishing the buildings and directing the 
work of his force. The latter divided 
into sections under the different ser­
geants policed the districts where the 
fire was In progress maintaining order 
and assisting in the efforts of the fire 
fighters. Especial mention should be 
made of Constable Heather. It was 
largely due to his lntiative and efforts 
that the buildings to the west of J. 
Townsley’s residence were demolished 
and the fire checked.

The next point visited by the com­
mittee was Fish Lake, 
federal government have generously 
donated 400 acres to our society.

Fish Lake Is about 22 miles to the 
southwest of Kamloops, ana has an 
elevation of 4,200 feet from sea level. 
It Is near the centre of a forest reserve 
of some 60,000 acres.

a ted with plenty of shelter 
wind. It to a mistake to suppose that 
consumptives generally do best in 
warm climates, for It to well known 
that consumption runs a relatively 
rapid course in warm climates, ..and 
patients who have gaine* weight In 
winter often lose it when the warmer 
weather sets In. The health resorts 
which have been most successful tn the- 
treatment of consumptives are almost 
without exception places which are 
cold, or at all events cool, during some 
part of the 24 hours.”

Here, then, Is an opinion one would 
do well to consider. At Tranquille, we 
have, I believe, an ideal climate dur­
ing ten months of the year, but in the 
months of July and August we are li­
able to hot weather, day and night. We 
have no official record as to climatic 
conditions at Fish Lake, but I think 
your committee will satisfy you as to 
the pleasant coolness experienced in 
their phange from Kamloops to Fish 
Lake on July 10. From a restless 
sleep In pyjamas and under a single 
sheet to a calm sleep In almost cold 
air, clear and dry, and under double 
blankets, was a most pleasant change. 
This condition I understand Is con­
stant, and the value of It to consump­
tives must not be under estimated.

On the other hand, it might be most 
unwise to indiscriminately recommend 
an altitude such as Fish Lake to any 
consumptive patient.

To obtain benefit from such a cli­
mate a certain, degree of reactive 
power Is essential, and in order to reap 
the benefit of high altitudes patients 
must be free from fever and must pos­
sess sufficient lung surface to ade­
quately carry on the process of respir­
ation In an attenuated atmosphere. So 
that those who are markedly fertile, 
who have feeble circulation, damaged 
kidneys, double cavities or extensive 
lung disease, rapidly advancing lung 
destruction, laryngeal complications, or 
Irritable nervous system, do badly at 
high altitudes.

Accepting the above as being cor­
rect, your committee have ordered a 
survey of the lands granted by the 
Dominion government with the Idea 
of using same as an auxllllary to our 
main Institution for patients whose 
condition Is considered suitable for 
such an elevation.

Vancouver, July 23,—“Where the 
Indians at the canyon of the Fraser at 
this time last year had five hundred 
eockeye salmon on their driers they 
have but one now,” said Mr, John 
Pease Babcock, provincial fisheries 
commissioner, today on his arrival 
from the Interior. Mr. Babcock has 
Just returned to the coast after having 
spent five weeks at Seton lake ahd 
other points tributary to the Fraser 
river. .

While Mr. Babcock willingly told 
about th poor luck of the Indians at 
the canyon he would not prophesy" as 
to the possibilities for a good run of 
fish up the Fraser, river this season. 
He left this afternoon for Victoria.

The results of last night’s fishing 
on the Fraser were exceedingly poor, 
the average reported not being four 
to the boat. On the Skeena river last 
Friday the average Was eighty to the 
boat, a drop of twenty from the early 
part of last week. Mr. W. H. Barker, 
president and general manager of the 
British Columbia Packer^’ association, 
today received a wire from the Skeena 
stating that the average has again ad­
vanced to a hundred to the boat.
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
