A \Chinese-Prussian Officer.
From The London Daily News,

A capture made by the Viennese police has
brought to light the extraordinary ancestry
of a very singular” prisoner. He isa Lieut-
euant in the Prussian Army, charged with
swindling on an exteusive scale—a Prussian
subject, with a Prussian pame, but with a
Chinaman for his father. On the charge
"sheet his name isentered as Assing. The
name of his father was A-Seng, and for three

ears, from 1817 to 1820, he lived at St.
Eeleng acting as Valet de chambre to

apoleon I. When the Emperor died A-Seng
eame to Europe. Frederick William I1I. was
then King of Prussia, and the Chinaman
eutered his service, married in Berlin, and
was a great favorite of the King, who
became godfather of his children, He was
decora and died at Potsdam in 1836,
holding the post of Sergeaut-Valet in the
royal service. One son entered the army and
served in it with some distinction. He is the
prisoner againsc whom this  course of
swindling .is charged. He did not gemnin
long in the service, and soon after s with-
drawal alittle brochure was published, attrib-
uted to him under his nae, now Prussianized
into Assing. The treat.ss attracted a great
deal of ul.tnnh)un It wasa violent attack
against certain“abuses in the Prussian arwy,
sud the general opinion has since been that
its real author was Prince Frederick Charles,
she Red Prince. Assiug’s later life was shat
of a mere adventurer, with an infallible
peceipt for breaking the bank at Mongco—if
only the necessary capital could be subscribed.
The receipt proved fallacious, aud the oaplt—
alist is captured.
