Health of Toronto,

Editer World: It is so leng, nearly 20
years, since we have experienced & visitation
of cholera that many people in Toronto
remember little about it. I can call to
mind three outbreaks myself and each,
when coming, seemed to follow the same
course through Europe as at present.
There is reason to believe that it will arrive
here next spring. It generally came about
June and stayed until October, falling off at
the approach of colder weather. It is. 80
dangerous a disease that every precaution
should be taken. As many as nine deaths
have been known to occur in one house.
Itis very contagious. One peighbor of
mine went to have a last look at a friend of
his who had just died of it. He only
stayed a couple of minutes, but remarked,
«} am afraid I have caught it.” He went
home and was dead in two hours. Iwasin
a shop one evening where three persons, the
mother and two sons, were serving, all ap-
parentlyin good health. They were at-
tacked in the night, and all died before
morning.

Tt is & mistake to suppose that fear gives
the cholera. I had frequent occasion to
observe that those who were afraid of it
took many precautions, and generally es-
caped, while those who lived carelessly
were apt to be attacked. As for the reme-
dies used, the old-fashioned ones of hot
blankets, friction, laudanum, brandy and

camphor, seemed to have the best .eﬂect,
while for preventives the wearing of

28 | fannel belts and occasionally taking a tea-

spoonful of powdered charzoal were. found
\very valuable. Butabove all things absti-
nence from green vegetables was found most
important. I knew one man who coptract-
ed the disease from eating half a ripe peach
and another by eating a few black cur-
rants. Both casesproved fatal. Of course,
the cleanliness of all surroundings is a most
important matter, buv I hardly think the
present health authorities of Toronto are
going the right way to work. The first
thing, as usual, they demand the abolition
of all privy pits—undoubtedly an excellent
measure if practicable. But how could it
be done? To judge by other cities, the
only practical substitute is water carriage,
and if the change were possible in other
respects, there js no time to make it. It

| would take all the available time to change

one-fourth of them. Even if the whole could
be done, there is little doubt that the'pour-
ing of such an immense mass of filth into the
bay, which is already sufficiently impure,
would do great harm, and could hardly be
kept from reachin, (considering the cur-
rents) the inlets of our water pipes. In-
stead, at present, of attempting to abolish
uhese pits, it would be far better to see
that they are regularly cleaned, and their
contents deposited, with occasional layers
of earth, in large pits dug outside of the
city. The change to the water carriage
system which must ultimately come is al-
ready being rapidly carried out without aid
from the authorities.

But, in view of the
possible advent of cholera, extra precau-
tions are necessary, and if those who man-
age these affairs would cease to ask im-
possible things, and confine their attention
to what is practicable, much might be done
even in the short time at our disposal.

Fleece Wool v. Pulled Wool,

Q. What is the difference between fleege
wool and pulled wool, and is it the custom
to buy and sell these wools by sample or by
personal inspection?

On enquiry 'among wool dealers and
others in the trade The World finds: That
pulled or gkin wool is wool taken off the
sheepskin by lime, sweating or other de-
pilatory process; that fleece wool is wool
shorn off the sheep, and each fleece is made
up of body, britch, neck and belly wool.

The laster, that is fleece wool, cannot be
fairly represented by post sample and is in-
variably sold and bought by personal in-
spection.  All fleece wools, greasy or
washed, are bought and sold in this way.

Pulled wool is graded into sorts. The
different sorts or grades of our Canada
pulled wool are known as extra, super,
combing and No. 1, this last grade consist-
ing of the britch, neck and belly wools.

B. A. pulled wool, or wool from Buenos
Ayres sheepskins, is graded into 1st comb-
ing, yellow combing; -1st clothing, yellow
clothing.

The pulled wools are uniformly sorted to
rade and are sold by sample taken out o
the bulk. The samples are sent generally
through the post to dealers and manufac-

turers,
