He Played the Organ in a Mothodist

Mexico Turns Out to Be s Most Im-
portant One,

. Whenthe officials of the Attorney-Gener-

~al's Department picked up The World be-
fore breakfast yesterday morning they were
surprised to read that C. Hilton Davidson,
the Barlington forger, had been arrested by

Detective Murray at Ciudad Juarez, a city

on the Mexican side of the Rio Grande,

directly opposite El Paso, Texas. When
they arri at the office they found an
official telegram from the detective confirm-
m*’l‘ho World’s El Paso despatch.

he Dominion Government was eom-
municated with and a telegram sent to the

Mexican Government demanding Davidson’s

extradition.

The name of the firm was John Davidson
& Sons, and they carried on a large nursery

den business near Burlington f%.r the past

8 years. The sons were C. Hilton David-

son, the person arrested, and M.

Davidson. They are nephews of the

junior member of the firm Oliver, Brown

& Davidson, who were conmected with

the celebrated Neebing Hotel. They

‘arried on a very large and, sup-

ly, lucrative business. = C. Hilton
vidson, who is abour 42 rs of age,

was the business man of the firm. He did

the finaneing and also traveled through the

province for the firm. He also layed the
organ in the Methodist Chnrcﬁ and was
considered above suspicion. On the even-
ing of May 15 last he played the organ as
usual in tge church, and then he folded up
his music and silently stole away. hen
the morping of May 16 dawned he was on
his way to Mexico.

Why He Disappeared.

The reason he left so suddenly was that
the Bank of Hamilton, with which he did
business, had been unable to get satisfac-
tory information regarding the makers of
certain notes which é Hilton Davidson had
.discounted, and when they applied to him
for information his guilty conscience,which,
as some esteemed gentleman has justly re-
marked, makes cowards of us all, made Mr.

avideon think he had been diseovered, so

a-fled. But he had not been discovered up

that date. His methods had been in-

genious and not eof an easily detected

character, and, it is-whispered, of a kind

not entirely unknown in the financial

_operations of prominent firms whose mem-
bers never went to Mexico.

Fiis Iugenious Scheme,

The %¢m of Davidson & Sous had gét into
financial difficulties some time before, and
to proteet their account temporarily it is
alleged that the accused forged notes, which
he discounted with the Bank of Hamilton
and other banks, Davidson went about
this cunningly. From traveling extensively
he got to know the farmers~well, and he
knew where a certuin family named was
ﬁnnicularly common in a district. Then

e forged notes on a'mythical individval
bearing the surname that happened to be
common in that section, but
some unusual Christian ' name that he
was certain was not liable to be duplicated
among the bearers of the surname. For
instanco, if therewere a large number of

Smythes residing near Ooakville, he would

forge a note in the name of Cholmondeley

Smythe and trust to the bank being satis-

ﬁ:dhto suppt;:e that Clu}lrgond;leykwu one

of the wealt! y of Smythes known to
reside in‘\tﬂ%ct. Of course, when
dealing with a supposedly wealthy firm like
the Davidsons, above suspicion and all that,
no special trouble was likely to be taken to
trace up the makers ot the notes. It is not
known how long Davidson continued this
practice, but he may have carried it on for
some years, being always careful to take up
the notes before maturity and substituting
othér forged paper.

How the Facts Came Out.

At the time ot his flight'the bank held a
lot of notes, some known to be good and
some doubtful. Such a thing as bona fide
motes being repudiated as forgeries under
such circumstances has been known to the
banking world, so the authorities had to
proceed very cautiously and delicately in
the matter to preven. the facts getting
noised abroad before tho notes all became
due. With the assistance of persons
familiar with the business of the firm, the
bank people were able to pick out the forg-
ed paper from the good with such accuracy
that on? one man got dunned for a forged
note and that was speedily arranged. ',lg.he
forged notes total up $3000.

Other Banks Fleeced.

In the meantime the bank people had in-

terviews with the ~remaining members of
- the firm with the fesult that on May 30
thé firm assigned for the benefit of creditors
wite liabilities abont $40,000. Asa warn-
ing to similar wrong-doers the bank decided
to hunt C. Hilton Davidson down.

As a matter of fact Davidson was badly
sold in going to Mexico, thinking he could
not be extradited. He had hesrd there was
no extradition for forgery between the
United States and Mexico. But he did not
know that a treaty existed with Great
Brityin. That is the reason he will bave to
be braught back via Bermuda. Davidson will
either be tried at Hamilton or at Milton.
Other banks besides the Bank of Hamilton
bave been victimized by him, but the latter
was the only one that took action.

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TR RIGE? PARTIES

FOR DELAYING THE CONVERSION
OF THE STREET RAILWAY. \

Mayor Fleming and His Newspaper Boss,

Who Blocked Everything In the

Spring, Now Waut to Out Down the |

Trolley Poles—East Enders Anxious
for the Trolley Service.

The Street Railway people are not going
to let thegrass grow under their feet.
They will replace the poles cut down by
the City Engineer on Queen-street east over
the Don, and the moment they can get the
wires strung and the currenvinto them they
will run the King-street line clear east to
Lee-avenue. This will give a service on
King-street nearly seven miles in length.
They will try and do this before the in-
junction can be discharged, and the liability
will then rest with the city of interfering
with a service desired by all the people in
the east end. The company are willing to

replace the temporary poles as soon as the
standard ones can be got out in . the spring.
If Mayor Fleming and the City Engineer
persist in ‘disturbing the poles under these
circumstances there will be a rebellion in
the east end. ;
In view of the dispute between the City
Engineer (inspired by the Mayor) and the
Street Railway, it is prog:: that the facts
of the situation should reviewed, and
the blame, if blame there is, be laid on the
right shoulders. Months and months ago
the city decided that electricity should be
the motive power of the street cars under
the bargain with the present company.
When the agreement had been duly signed
and executed the company asked for permis-
sion to go ahead and put in the
trolley system. This was some time
last winteg, but the company .could get
no decision from the City Council. Mayor
Fleming got it into his head that the stor-
age system should be adopted, although he
was not able to show that it was feasible.
A civic deputation sent abroad to ascertain
all the intormation that could be got re-
ported in favor of the overhead system.
The then Civy Engineer, Mr. Cuningham,
made a similar report, but still Mnyor: lem-
ing and his journalistic dictator said it must
be the storage system. Anyone who pro-
posed the trolley system was said to be in
the employ of the company, and any
newspaper that urged an early  settle-
ment of the matter Wwas declared to
be the paid servant of the Street Rail-
way Company. Mr. Fleming’s journalistic
mentor was very free in speaking of “‘the
purchased press.” This thing was kept up
week after week, the company pressing
meanwhile for authority to go ahead, 't_)ut.
getting mo answer. Al last Mayor Fleming
and his friends reluctantly agreed to let the
approval of the trolley system go through
the council. But in the meantime much
valuable time had been losy, snd when they
did get permission to go w0 work the com-
pany saw that it wou d be impossible to
make the conversion complete this year.
By extraordinary efforts and energy and
the expenditure of a great deal of capital
they got the work under way, and thanks
to the fine season wonderful progress was
made. The construction of the permanent
roadway had to be rushed through and
inferior work done in some places. Tl:u
Street Railway Company were delayed in
letting their contracts for engines, for
boilers, for the erection of a power house
and for poles. Had the filibustering tactics
of the Mayor and his newspaper not occur:
red, the work would have been started
early in the season, there would have been
no obstruction of the streets during the
Exhibition, and the power house and ma-
chinery would have been in use months age,
and there would have been twice as many
miles converted as there are to-day.
Working under all these delays and en-
countering this reckless aad unnecessary
opposition, the company bave only done
what they have dome on account of
the most extraordinary energyon their part.
Anybody who has noticed the improvement
in %onze.streeb since the new service went
into effect can easily realize that already
the value of property on that thoroughfare
has begun to appreciate, and a similar con-
dition will ensue all along the proposed
lines. In mo part of the city is a perman-
ent improvement of this kind as much
needed as over the Don, and for some mad
reason or other Mayor Fleming is bound
on delaying it to the utmost extent. It
property-owners wish to lay the blame on
the right shoulders for the incomplete con-
dition of the electric service and to blame
the right parties for the use of inferior
poles, they cannot begin teo soon knocking
at the door of Mayor Fleming and the
newspaper which claims to own him.

If we attempt to discharge our dutyto the
people without complete party harmony in
patriotio action we shall demonstrate our
incompetency. I thank God that far above
all doubts and misgivings we' may con-
stantly see the lights of hope and safety.
Let us not be misled to our undoing by
other lights of false Demecracy, which may
be kindled in broken faith, and which,
shining in hypoerisy, will, if followed, lure
us te the rocks of failure and disgrace.

My belief in our principles and my faith
in our party constitute my trust that we
shall answer the expectationg of our coun-
trymen and shall raise high aloft the stand-
ard of true Democracy to fix the gaze for
many years to come of a prosperous, a
happy and a contented people.

IN THE UNITED STATES TO BE PRO-
VIDED WITH SCHOOLS,

Where They Will 1ie Taught the Dootrines
of Thelr Church—Suuday and Week
Day Schools To Be Under the Direct
Supervision of the Clergy—Qenference
of the Archbishops.

Niw Yorx, Nov. 18.—The conference of
the Archbishops of#tie Koman Catholic
Church in America continued its sessions
to-day. All the members were present but
Archbishop Satolli, the Italian prelate, who
did not lend his presence to the delibera-
tions.

It is stated on positive authority that the.

debates in the conference have not been car-
ried on altogether harmoniously and that
Archbishop Ireland of St. Paul and Arch-
bishop Katzer of Milwaukeehave generally
been on opposite sides in some heated argu-
wents,

To-day’s discussions were largely spent
in considering the condition of the Catholic
university at Washington, which, as already
stated, is not in a state wholly satisfactory
to the church authorities. At the close of
the evening session the council gave dut
the following statement: »

Report on Public Sehools,

At the meeting of the Archbishops of the
United States, held at the residence of the
Most Rev. Archbishop of New York on
Nov. 16, 1892, to consider the best meakis
to provide for the religions education of
such children as do nov at present attend
the parochial schools or Catholic schools of
any kind, the jassembled prelates unani-
mously agreed on the following résolution:

First, resolved to promote the erection of
Catholic schools so that there may be accom-
modation for more or if ible for all our
Catholic children, according to the decrees
of the Third Plenary Council of Baltimore
and the decisions ot the Holy See.
$8Second, resolved  that oy to
children who at present do not
attend Catholic schools we direct, in addi-
tion, that provision be made for them by
Sunday schools and also by instructions on
some other day or days of the
week and by urging parents to
teach their children the Christian
doctrine in their homes. These Sunday
and week-day schools should be under the
direct supervision of the clergy aided by
intelligent lay-teachers and when possible
by members of religious teaching orders.”

The conference will conclude its business
to-morrow,

A BREAK IN LIGHTNING MESSAGES.

Storms In the United States Demoralize
the Telegraphic Seryice—Suspicion of
3 a Great Devastation.

Cricaco, Nov. 18.—The effect of the
storm of yesterday and last night is evident
in the interruption ot telegraphic com-
munication with the west to-day. Here
in Chicago the wind blew at the rate
of 40 to 50 miles per hour at times

The storm seems to have
extended eastward also and the wires are in
bad shape throughout Ohio and Indiana.
In New York State a heavy wet snow fell,
causing the telegraph wires to work hard
and at times cut off communicatien en-
tirely.

Storms are aiso reported along the
Atlantic coast -south of Rlchmond. The
heaviest storm, however, seems to have
beenin the west, extending from Illinois
west to Rock Island, south to the Indian
territory and north to the Canadian line.

All telegraphic communication with this
district was absolutely cut off until late to-
day, and it is impossible to do more than
conjecture the amount of damage done,
which, judging from the havoc wrought
with the telegraph wires, must have been
very great. iy

A B Patient At a Hospital Expires
Under the Influence of Chloroform.

Loxpox, Nov. 18.—A very sad affair
took place at the City Hospital yesterday
afternoon, resulting in the death of
Weilington Graves, a patient from Thames-
ville. The boy, who is only 12 years of
age, was suffering from stone in the bladder,
and an operation was found necessary. He
was put under the influence of chloroform
and death took place almost immediately
and before the operation began. The
chloroform was administered iu the pres-
ence of a number of the city medical men,
and no precaution was neglected in its use.
The boy had taken it before without any
evil effect.

POISONED OYSTERS.

A Seizure im Toronto of Seme Oysters
Which Had Been Poisoned
by Sewnage.

Inspector Awde yesterday seized as unfit
for food a large quantity of oysters which
had been shipped from Baltimore to a
wholesale oyster merchant of this city.
Some of the oysters had died in transit,
and the poison from these dead oysters
affected any healthy oysters that were ship-
ped with them,

Mr. Thomas Heys, analytical chemist,
was seen by a World reporter and said:
«‘Cases of the kind are of rare occurrence,but
have come under public notice several times
in New York. Oysters become poisoned
through having been propagated in water
which is rank with sewage. In such a case
they turn pale green in color and_very un-
healthy indeed. At one time in New York
the scare became so great that the sales of
the oyster materially decreased.

“In the case of the oysters seized in To-
ronto, the poison was probably communi-
cated from the poisoned oysters to the
healthy ones by means of the solution in
which~ oysters are usually packed, and
which penetrates the shells.” °

FRENCH REPRESENTATION.

Lower Canadian Objection to the Entrance
of Newfoundland,
{From Le Monde, Moutreal, Nov. 17.]

The federal constitution gives only 65
seats to our province [Quebec] in the
Commons. Of these 65 15 are occupied by
English-speaking members. In fact, count-
ing an Acadian [New Brunswick] member
and the member for Provencher [Manitobal],
we have only 52 French representatives at
Ottawa.

The English side is steadily augmenting.
Ontario gains at each census some new seals.
The representation given to the Northwest
has swollen the English deputation by four
votes, and, thanks to an immigration
directly encouraged, this representation
will more than double in ten years.

While the French population cannot in-
crease its territory as far as the Commons
is concerned the other gradually takes pos-
session of seven-eighths of the land.

Now that Newfoundland is about to enter
the confederation we will be inundated for
all time. This annexafion is a danger to
our national interests, not only because the
English representation will be enlarged by
seven to eight deputies, but, worse than all,
the Newfoundlanders are more hostile to
our race than the most ferocious, Equal
Righters.
