?— The following is the manner in 
which immigration of English agricul* 
turiste to the Maritime Provinces is en 
couraged in the mother country, by 
those who profess to be authorities :

“ The Earl of Carnarvon, lecturing in 
the school hall of Stepney Meeting 
House—one of the oldest Congregation 
al churches in England—said that he 
desired to see emigration to the great 
Dominion for the sake of those who 
could not tind work in England and for 
the sake of the colony itself, that it 
might increase in numbers and stieogth 
and in independence. • • •

In a former portion of bis speech 
Lord Carnarvon expressed his opinion 
mat it would be quite idle for anyone 
to think of emigrating to the Maritime 
provinces. There.the climate was very 
rough, the soil poor, and the lan 1 more 
or less taken up. The old colony of 
Ontario presented most of the features 
of a civilised State, with its roads, rail­
ways, posts, telegraphs, and its large, 
flourishing and prosperous towns. 
Everything there had the look ol old 
England without discontent, porerty 
and misery.”

From the above extract it is very evi­
dent that information to be obtained 
by the English people in regard to the 
Maritime Provinces is of the most 
meagre discretion. We should like 
the Earl of Carnarvon to pay a visit for 
instance to the Annapolis valley in this 
Province, go over our broad dyked 
marshes, and those of Grand Pre and 
Cumberland, up the River St. John, 
in New Brunswick, and take a run 
through the agricultural districts of 
P.E. I., during the summer season, 
and then hear his opinion in regard to 
the soil. True, our winters are long, 
but the cold is by no means intense, 
save on a very few exceptional days. 
From the middle of May until the last 
days of autumn our climate is as pleas 
ant to live in as any in the world. Sum­
mer days are never too hot and even­
ings are always cool. The Maritime 
provinces enjoy one advantage that 
should by no means be overlooked, i. e. 
comparative immunity from very des 
truotive wind storms, floods, and from 
pestilential diseases.

with America from England, in regard 
to dynamiters will assume a serious 
phase, if not given more attention than 
at present. A late despatch says : —|

“ The retorts of the American papers 
to English complaints of continuing 
tolerance of Irish dynamite plots in 
America fail to convince the English 
press that America is doing everything 
possible to prevent Irish crime. Mon 
day's Times publishes a long extract 
from Sunday’s TiHbune and replies while 
in France the authorities actively 
strive to frustrate the dastardly schemes 
for which France now serves as the con­
necting link between America and Eng 
land, the American authorities do little 
or nothing, and America still allows an 
open crusade to be preached, and funds 
to be collected for dynamite outrages. 
The Times insists that information is 
abundant and urges that if America re 
fuses to act some other reason must be 
sought. Other journals say bluntly 
that this being the year of a president 
tial election, nothing likely to alienate 
the Irish vote will be done.”

— Late freshets have done consider­
able damage in this Province and in New 
Brunswick.

— The Mayflower Tobacco Factory in 
Halifax was totally destroyed by fire 
on Sunday night last. Loss about $50, 
000, insurance about $10,000. Sixty 
five bands are thrown out of employ­
ment, CaiAe of the fire unknown. 
The factory was first started in I860. 
It manufactured the favorite brand of 
black tobacco called the ,l Mayflower 
A good business was being done, and a 
quantity of new machinery was expect­
ed to arrive from England on Monday. 
Fortunately the flames from the burn­
ing building were prevented by the 
strenuous exertions of the firemen from 
causing any serious injury to surround­
ing buildings.

On the same night the Halifax Hotel 
narrowly escaped being burned to the 
ground. A tire was discovered in the 
cellar but with the help of a couple of 
Babcock fire extinguishers that had 
been in the house for eight years with 
out ever being once used, the flames 
were finally controlled. ■*
