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England’s Oldest Clock.
—

Potorborough Cathedral has the old-
est working clock in England. It was
erected about 1320, and is probably
monastic clockmaker.
It is the only one now known that is
wound up over an o'd wooden wheel,
This wheel is about twelve feet in cir-
cumference, and the galvanized cable
about 300 feet in length, supports a
leaden weight of thrie carct-weight,
which has to be wound up daily. The
clock chamber is in the northwest tow-
er, some 120 feet high, where the sun-
licht has not pcnetrated for hundreds
of vears, and the winding is done by
the light of a candle. The gong is the
great tenor bell of the cathedral, which
weighs thirty-two caret-weight, and it
is struck hcurly by an eighty-pound
hammer. The going and striking parts
of the clock are yards apart,
communication being by a slender wire.

Lost Bank Beoks.

There is hardly one of the thousande
of depositors in the savings banks cf
Massachusetts—and of every state, for
that matter—but will be interested to
know that the supreme court of that
state has just dcided a case that
might at any time bo paralleled in his
experience, It all arose over a lost
bank book, and the finding of the court
ie in the interests of the people,

The case in point was this. In 1894
died John H. Webber, of Cambridge,
leaving to his credit in the Cambridge
savings bank .the sum of 81,744. But
the bank book disappeared and the
bank refused to pay.the money to the
wdministrator of Webber's estate, on
the ground that its by-laws contained
this provision:

“No person shall receive any part of
his principal or interest without pro-
ducing the original book, that such
payments may be entered therein, un-
less it be proved to the satisfaction
of the trustees or the treasurer that
such book :hull have been lost or de-
stroyed in which o legal dis-
charge will be given.”

The institution further held that no
evidence of the loss or destruction of
the book had becn furnished, and the
administrator went to the courts to
get his money. 1t has bern awarded
h'm, the supreme b¢nch ruling that a
savings bank has not the power to
make itself or its officers the arbiters
as to whi:ther a depositor’s bank book
was desiroyed or lost.

Of course there is nothing in this de-
cision that should be taken to encour-
age qarclessniess in the handling of bank
books, comments the Boston Jowipal,
yet it is  well that depositors krow
their newly defined rights in the matter

London, July 26,—Cabling under
date of July 24, the Daily Mail New-
chwang correspondent describes a four-
tecn hours desperate battle with heavy
losses on both sides which resulted ib
the Russian position at Ta Tche Kiao
heing rendercd untcnable, by reason of
which they will be compelled to retreat
towards Haicheng.

“The battle began at six o’clock in

the morning,” the correspondent says,
“the Russians resuming the attack onm
the Japanese position on the heights
of Ta Tche Kino. After a few hours
the Japanese left flunk from Teoing
mountain captured the village of
Tacghudituen, cempelling tho Russians
to retreat to Tien Ghuaituen, six miles
from ther base.
_ "‘The Russians, now rein‘orced, main-
tained the position until five o’clock
in the afternoon, then the Japancse
1ight flank made a sudden sppoarance
on the hills south of Te ‘Tche Kiso
aud by a tremendous fire forced the
Russians to retreat.

““The Japancse firing line extended
fiftoen miles. After two more hours of
an incessant storm of shot and shell
they swept the last hil and the plain
clear of Russians.” .

The corrcspondent at Ticntsin of tha
Stenderd reports incessant fighting
since 'l hursday around Ta Tche Kiao
and Kaichou in which the Japanese
'wem steadily forcing the Russians
waok,

The despatch from Lisoyang to &
news agency here reporting heavy fight-
ing there all ‘of Sunday, it would ap-
pear, refers to this battle, and from
this and other reports it seems that
some 30,000 Russians were engazed and
that the battle to a great extent was
an artillery duel, no mention heing
made of a cavalry charge, althcugh
the ground is fairly open and level.

Tokio, July 27.--In a daring
attack against a Russian force,
mated at five divisicns, with 100 guns,
General Oku succecded n driving the
enemy from their strong line of defence
south of Tatchekiao.

Advancing on Sunday, General Oku
found & superior force comironting him
and that a heavv artillery fire from
the enemy was checking his mn. He
thereupon decided to hold the posi-
tions he then held ‘@nd to attempt a
third surprise by night. This was suc-
cessful, the Japanese troops hustling
the Russians into a retreat from Tat-
chekiao. Tha Japanese had only 88
casuglties. No estimmates of the Rus-
sian losses are given.

Construction work on the Ha,ifax
and South Western Railway has come
to a standstill at Bristol, near the
town of Liverpool. The work of com-
pleting the line between this point amd
Halifax still goes on, but advance to
the westward is, for the present at
least, checked.

This delay is caused by the rivalry
of the towns of Liverpool and Milton,
and the stremnuous efforts that each is
making tc bave the lins carried throug
1t,

Liverpool lies directly in the course
of the paxt of the line now partially
completed, and should it continue on
th.t course it will {ake in several
small towns along the South Shcre as

{ well as a generally populated country.

To pursue this course, however, it will
be necessary to construct a long and
expensive bridge.

1f, on the other hand, the road
swings to the porth and is built on
the east side ¢f the Mersey Iiver to
Milton, it may there cross at the head
of tide water by means of a much less
expensive bridge, and while coming
very near to Liverpool will also pass
thrcugh Milton. This would elso
change the divection of the general
route, giving it the advauntage of a
mora direct and shorter route to Shel-
burne, and the disadvantage of pass-
ing for the most part through a wil-
derness and away from the inhabited
districts referrcd to.
