the conntry, we are aise cudeavounny to foster

ractical religion amwonyg onr felow-citizens.  We
have comneiced a ey inmsion, in which every
student is a1 lubouser.  “Ihe ety has been divaded
into a certn number of distrets, to cach ot which
four studeits have been appoanted, to work jomntly
in distrbutng tracts, und establishing and maine
tuining prayeramectmgs.  As wo have not sufli-
cient strength to ovesiuko ali the city, wo ceufine
our uttentivn chictly o the more destitute parts of
it. ‘L'he work of tract ditrbution is performed
once a-fortnight, on Saturday aflernoons 3 andthe
prayer-meetings ure held weekly, on the €.y most
couvenicnt to tho parlies concertied.

We liave thus siven you a hrief account of the
present state of our Collene, und of our missionary
operations; and now, breiliren, before cloamg our
letter, pernnt us to piead a Little waly you on be-
half of our destituto country.  Wo carnestly kopo
that some of you w.il b fcd to gve yoursches to
the service of God i thes land. From no part of
the world s the cry, * come over and help us,”
more londly rused than from Canada, and 1rom no
part ought it to be nuaro quckly responded to Ly
you. It comes from Jour ows countryinen—from
those who were wont to o up to the house of God,
with the multitude, m ) our own citics or rural pa.
rishes, und listen to the word of Ged poured forth
from lips touched with ¢ a live coal 1rom off the
altar,” and who now find themscives exiled in the
back woods of this ’rovince, where the glad -
diugs of the Kingdom of God are scldom heard.
Onco they drank of the refreshing streams of
graco with which tie Jord was pleused to hless
their native laud, but now their souls languich ¢ in
a dry aud thunty land, where nowaterisn”  Their
present state of anind, also, iv exceedingly interest.
jng and hopeful,  Many of thein, a few years ago,
were sunk 1 3 state of spiritual stuper, into which
they had fallen, partly through the destitution of
the meaus of grace, und partly through the dead-
euning inttacucs of moderatism.  But tho shock
caused by the separution of the Free Church from
the Establishment has aroired tiem from thar
slumbier, utd opened their cyes to the povesty of
their state.  ‘Fhero is now u general annisty to
hear the word—a grencral thissting for evangelical
truth,  “P'hie cry for minsonary lkbourers 1s heard
from almost cvery part of the country, ‘The
membens of vacant congregations who are ut pre-
went left as sheep without a shepherd, arc unxiously
waitiug for pastors to care for their souls.  Insome
Maces there are spinitual awakeninge  Jesus is
sesding the promise of his Futher upon his people.
It it might be the will of the Tord now to scnd
forth fwithful preachers of the Crese, we might ex-
peet a vich hurvest to be gathered in.

commerce.  ‘There is o freedom and independency
of nund, which, if nol properly directed, will

; at the present time, the conntry not only abonuds
| Umversalism, Mallerism, and the heresies of the
Romi<h Church, but is, to an alurming estent, afs
fected by the prinaiples of abrolute wfidelity.  “Fhe
Bille is not only perverted by many who profess
to receivo it as the Word of God, but is treated by
cthers with daring contetpt, aud as divine sutho-
nty demed,  ‘Fhoso who ure natives of Dritain,
and who were in their cardy days trained upin the
priuciples of the Word of God, still manifest a
respret for religion s but in muny instances their
ehildren aro bemng carnied away by the general in-
Aluence of ungodhness, atd are growmy up in the
utmust indflerenco  to  their eternal  intereste.
Cune then, dear brethren, to the bielp of the Lord
in this fand.  Letthe rclation in which eur Church
stands to you, the present mteresting and hopetul
! condition of the country, and the dangers to which
it 13 eaposed, inflzence you to husten to our aid.
Ve have it nat in our power to hribe you with
temporal advantages.  Wo cannot promise you
manses, glebey, and large stipends 3 but we can
assure you of abundance of labour under the casy
yoke of the Lord Jesus. Aud you know who
hath gaid,  Sceck ye finst the hingdom of God and
his righteousuess, and all these things will bo ad.
ded unto you” . And agam, ¢ Livery ouc that
hath forsaken houscs, or brethren. or sisters, or
father, or mothier, or laund, for iny name'’s sake,
shall reccive an hundred fold, aud shall inherit
everlasting tife”  We trast, brethren, that there
are nonu amony you who would precach Jesus
with other objects i view than tho glory of his
Crose, and the salvation of souls. If thero are
such, we hope that they will he restrained from
coming to Canada. Bat come theso of you in
whom God has revealed hiz Son  who have been
¢ separated unto the gospel of Gods” aund who
will not merely be able to say, ¢ wo preach Christ
crucificd,” but also, ¢ we are erucificd with Chrie.”
Sach as have ability to preach in Gaclic, will find
a wide field of urefulness here. ‘There is u large
portion of the Gaclic population destitute of the
means of grace; and though those who composo
it are grateful for an occasional sermon in Lug-
lish, yet they are thirating intensely for the werd
of Lfe in their own native language.  Ameng this
class of people, cepecially, the Lord is slrendy gie
ving an increase 10 the labours of the Free Church
deputies 3 and were mien of a einilar sisit to gi
thanselves to the cause of Chirist in these Provin.
ces, wo doubt not that the Lord would give than
many souls for a joy and a crown.  Dear breth-
ren, may the Lord direct the way of some of you
to us, and bless you all with a nind dctermined
not to kunow anything, *save Jesus Christ and
L cruciticd.”

Seeing that we have undestaken o support a
missionury of our own, dou will not expect the
same degreo of assistance in maintaining your cs-
teemed missionzry, Mro Braidwood. But as un
cvidence that our snterest in that which interests
you, has not dinmished with our ability to assist
you, aud that we regard the cause of the Redeemer
in the East and West anone, we ciclose a draft
for the small sum of L3 stenling.
