S, R,-It having been represented to this
.>Department that ln violation of the law large

quantities of Arnerican silver coins are brou ghlt loto
Canada without entry or payrnent of duty, 1 have to
caîl your attention to the subject, and to enjoin upon
you increased vigilance lu the discbarge of your auty
and that of your officers &long the fruntier i n the pre.
vention of smogelintsad, l'ou are "pclally to enquire
of travoulera and ot ers wl ether tbey have iu Ihoir
possession elther on tbeir persons or lu their baggage,
any Âmerlean eilver, and you and your officers are to
seize and roport anby inchbalivor which may be attenij>t
ed, to smuggl'e, taking particular care that, in the la.
charge of this duty, you dîscriminate betwoon a clear
desgn to defraud the revenue and an uninteutional
breacb of the law, ln which latter case no iteizure
should be made, but ise officer should mee that thse
ilver la duly ontered and duty pald.
It neod scarcoly be added that in the performance

of ibis dlilcate duty the greatoat clroumsÙection aud
courtesy shouid b y observed by the officers towarda
ail persous with whom they msy be brougltinl officiai
contact.
