Patrick Donahoe Dead,

The Famous Cathollc Journalist Is eo More.

Patrick Daahoe,
founder of the Pulot and the most
svidelysknown  Insh-Amorioan of s
day, passed away at lus residence on
{Shawmut Ave., Bovlon, at one o’clock
of the morning of Monday, March' 18,
one hour aftar completing the nine-
twth year of Ins blameless and benefi-
cent ife. ‘

At hiy deathbed were his devoted
wife, s gons, Patrick M., Joseph V,,
and J. Frank Donahoe, lus daughter,
Genevieve, (Mrs. N. D, Drumunery),
Dr. Drumunery, Mrs. J. I, Donahoe,
his confessor, the Rev. John T. Mullen,
D.C.L., of the Cathedral, and lusf phy-
meran, Dr. James V. Ryder.

With his crucifix clasped in lus wasty
cd hands, and I Apostolic Benedie-
tion of Ilis Holiness Pope Leo XIII,
upon him, the soul of the good old man
quietly passed away.

Mr. Donahoe’s last illness came upon
him with the New Year and the mew
century, Iut such was his vitahty
that in the beginning *his recovery
scemed not  improbable.  About a
month ago, however, 1t became evi-
dent that he ¢ould not recover; and,
notwithstanding some surprising ral-
lies, this nearest and dearest renlized
that hie would never again sct; foot’ on
the familiar stircets of the city hof love
ed so much.

Patrick Donahoe was born in Mun.
nery, the parish of Kilmore, County
Cavan, Iicland, March 17, 1811, He
came ¢o Boston, with lus parents at
the age of ten. He went to schivol
for & few yeaks, and, while still,a lad
in his tecens, got employment in thecof«
fice of the Columbian Ceatinel, and
later on the Boston Transenipt. Here
he became an expert typessetter, and
acquired his knowledge of the power
of journalisen' for good or evil.

These were the days of dominant
Protestantism. of thd Puritan type,
Mr. Donalioe loved to tell of his boyish
experiences, and of the time he nearly
lost his place for not coming! toswork
on Christmas Day.

Even in his early days, Mr. Donahoe
was a man of foresmight as well as off
faith, and impracticable as it might
appear, he knew. he could build up .in
the stronghold of Puritanism, a jours
nal for the Cutholies of the United
States. .

Ho was not deterred by the fadlure of
Bishop Venwick's venture of daring
name, ‘“lhe Jesuit.” "

This little paper, founded jn 1832,
dfruggled on fdc n brwef space, and
was about to be discontinued, when
Mr. Donahoe and Mr, Devereux came
farwalrd and bought it. They changed
the name ta the Literary and Catho-
lic Semtinel, but it fared no Whotter
tham its predecessdr, and had to be
abandoned.

Fimally, in 1836, Messrs. Donahoe and
Devereux began the publization of the
Pilot. The latter gentleman did not
remain long connected with the enter
prise.  Mr. Danahoe bent ail his en-
crgics toward making the Pilot a suce
cess. He made a personul canvass,
not only of the New England and. Mid-
dle States, but of the fa. West and
South, never resting i1l he had built
up for his papce o thoroughly nation-
al circulation, c.nd expanded it from
o gmall four-page to a  largo and
Landsomely printed cight-page weekly,

Mceanwlnle the foundor of the Pilot
was rapidly amassing a fortune, and
had become the foremost man of hig
race #n New England. In addition to
his newspaper, he established a larga
publishing house, whence the works ot
many notable Irish and Irish-Amer-
fcain authors were issued. A book,
store and a great emporinm of church
furniture, organs, cle, were subseq
quently added.

An carnest Catholic, he was most
generous to Catholic charities.  He
added very largely in the building of
thn gplendid Home for Destitute Cathe.
olic Children, on Harrison avenue, Bos
ton: was a gencrous advocate of Ca-
tholic popular cducation; a steady
benefactor to orphanages, asylums,
cte.  Indeed, scarcely a church in, New
England was bwilt 1n Ins tume without
some gidt from him ; nor was anyt good
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fused his assistance.

In 4872, Patrick Donahoe was, with-
out doubt, the richest and most nfiu-
ontial Catholic in New England, and
in the front rank, both in meansd and
influence, among the Cathohics of
{Amadrica.
The memorable fire of 1872 came, de-
stroying his splendid buildings, steres-
type plates, book-stock, and other pro.
pocty to the amount of $350,000. He
at once resumed business on Washing-
tan Strect, but was burned out again
in May, 1873, Sull full of courageq he
built agawn, this Lune on Boylston St.,
moved into the new struciure, and
waa burned out a third time. The
insurance companics had nearly all
collapsed in the great five, so thet usd
ual help im rising fron such lossed as
him was not to bo had. He hadien-
dorsed heavily tor Criends.  ‘Chrough
this dangerous foarm of gencrosity he
lost a swin total of 250,000,

John  Boyle
O'RReitly  purcbased  the  remalning
fourth 'The Archbishop added to the
editorial charge which Mr. O'Reilly
had from Mr. Dunalive for some years
‘previous the entive business manages

Meanwhile, the venerable Patrick
Danahoe at suxty-five years of uge,
and amid constant renunders of his
old-time affluence, was beginmng his
business life anew. Ile resumed s
foreign exohange and passengar agoen-
cy m doylstan St., and 1 1878 he et
tublished o monthly magazine, which,
under the name of Donalae’s muagan
zime, attaned wide enculation and
popularity.

Success had to come to such aman
Gradually his business developed, nnd
he found hunself again in the crjoy-
ment of o competence; nnd, better
stll, 10 he enjoyment of the increased
esteem and affection of s fellow.citi-
Z2end,

Some months after the death of Sohn
Boyle O'Ruailly, in August, 1890, the
Most Rev. Arohbushap of Boston, who,
by purchase from Mis, O'Reilly, was
now bole owner of the P’ot, sold 1t
back to Mr. Domalioe, who was then
noarly cighty yeary of age.

In 1894 he sold Donahoe's Magizine
to its present proprictors.

On Mr. Dondhos's aghty-second
birthday, March 17, 1893, he recerved
the Lactare medal, whweh Notre Dame
Umversity annuall awards on Laetre
Sunday to some Catholic cespecially
dustinguished for his services to reh-
gion aid his fellowman.--The Pilot.

As on every reeurrence of the feast
of freland’s patron samt, the Irish-
men and women of Montreal and the
desendants of the Irnsh racc. were
out .n faige numbers on dunaay, to
do henor to the great saine of the
Green Isle.  As &f fittiag in a3 race
whose attachnient Lo couniry 19 sar-
passed only by that to the faith {m-
plonted i their hearts by St. Pat-
tick, the religious ceremeny wos the
first feature of the celebration of the
day.

The mass of the day was thal cele-
brated at St. Patrick's church by, His
Grace Archinishop Bruches:.  I'he spa-
cious cdifice was altogerlher inade-
qrate te acc late the 1m
throngs wluch flocked to the en-
trunce. The sanctuary was crowded
with clergymen from the diffeient
patshes in the city. Among those

Father Luke Cal-
laghun, who acted as deacon of honor
to His Grace the Archbishop with Fa-
ther Labwosse, of ,tlw Seminary, as
pub-deacon, kather ILeclerc, of St.
Patrick's, as assistant priest. Rev.
Father Ooheny, of the Semnary, snd
Rev. Father Desrosicery, of 3t. Pat-
rick's Church, acted as masters of
cetremonies. <

Rev. Father Spellman, of St Pat-
rick's, was the preacher of “he day.
He begam by tracing the relations
which exist in the Cathotlic Church be-
tween those living on earth, and those
members of the Church in Heaven svho
have been raised to the dignity of
sainte, The preacher gave a short
sketch of the life and labors of Ire-
fand's beloved saint, and held him up
as o model for the imta:zion of all
Chuistians. He appealed to the men
and women of the Irish faith to re.
main steadfast jn the faith of St. Pat-
rick.
