TYPHUS FEVER IN MONTREAL.

The ravages of thus Fever in Montreal have been very great, not
only ameng the unfortunate Lraigrants, but the Clergy and nurses
tho have atfended them, and residents of the place.” The Hosp:-
tal accommodations there have been found totaily inadequate, and
»teps tahen to increase the facilities for housing tho sick. ‘The
Pilot says .—* Within the last five days tho commarity has been
deprived, by the hand of death, of three Roman Cotholic Clergy-
men—the Rev. Mesers. MeEncrny (Irish), Carof, and Gottofrey
{French). ‘Fhe last named gentleman came to a most melan-
'oly evd by Nalirg thr ugh a gallers behind the Bonsccours
Clinrel about @ o'clock ¢in the evening of Sanday last. Ho was
called to ser 2 mick pereon lhing in a building attached to the
vhurch, and after having performed his duty at tho sick bed, he
went fromn the Vestry of the Church to the rear, and was suddenly
precipitated throuzh ae oncamng lately made, and of which no
aotico had been given lum by the person in charge. Tho other
two fell victims to their labours 1 behalf of tho emigrants.  They
died of typhus fuser.”  The same paper gives the following sad
picture of snfering and death :—* ‘There arc at the present mo-
ment 435 nuns sich frum exposure, fatigue, and the attacks of the
disease.  All the grey nuns in attendance, 2 of the sisters of
charity. 5 plysicans and 3 students, now lie sick, to which gloomy
and sickcning record we tioast add the number of 1586 persons, of

made upor the Rev. P, Forbes, one ot the Catliohie Clerg sy,
of Glasgow, by the Fatablished Parsens, merely beeause h
had the “Chusuan hindliness and generons hberaling'* 10 ae
quaint o or three of them that some of their people were Iv-
g dangerously ill of fever i the Royal Tofirmary. It is well
known that the Law Chureh Parsons are nearly as inuch tern-
fied of fever as they were for cholera.  They can well make a
noise when danger is distant—denouncing their ne ‘ghbours and
raisingr the alarm ery at the ** advance of Popery;™ but when
tho hour of peril comes nong so ** afrard,’’ none so faint hean-
ed as they.  In consequonce Mr. Iurbes soon recewved a letter
from one of them, stating that hie was ** notsure as 1o the duly
of visiting of a fever-ward of an Hospital; and it that were clea
(said he), [ must hunbly confess I am afraid!®  But this wa.
not all.  Furious to see themtelves thus warned of their duty
by a Catholic Priest—and that he migiht not infutute send thew
any more such troublesomo notices—thiey formed u truly Par-
son like conspiracy, and detormined to get *¢ this Prucst,
least,” (and, if possible, all Catholic Clorgymen,) excluded

!from the Infirmary A plea, however, must be devised; and

the ope fixed upon, was to accuse Mr. Forbes of ¢ pressing
Popery on the patienls, and of a conspiracy against the Minis-
ters.””  They therefore attacked bim publicly and privately—
by apen accusation and secret intiigue ;—they assailed him by
the public press, and tried every means of prejudicing the pub-
lic mind against him ; they even called for the aid of tise Direct-
orsof the Infirmary, as if something awful had taken place, and
clamourously demanded his immediate expnlsion.  Thus forced
and dragged forth to public view, Mr. Forbes addresscd 1o the
Parsons of the Church by Law Established, the subjoined

Sir,—In your paper of last Tuesday I am formally and per-
sonally called upon to answer certain charges there adduced:

Then he whose turn it1s, visits the whole of
the Infirntary, almost every dav, particularly.all the fever wards
September chanced to be my month, and what has yet gone by
of October also. , ‘In course of my rounds_riow some weeks ago
a man very ill in fever, and who seemed likely to become yet
still warse, expressed to me a feeling wish'to see nis own. pas-
tor. Iatonce declated my readiness to send for him,..., The
poor man man manifested 2 peculiar gratitude, and we parted.
On my retorn home, 1 forgot not the pledge I'had given'to the
iped safferer in'the’fever ward.' T took iny pen‘dnd Wrote the
following-note ;—
