HORRORS OF THE FAMINE IN CHINA,
‘A correspondent engaged in the relief work
in the Northeast of China writes:—

i people of all ages die of actual starvation by
thousands. 'The famine extends over a district
which iecludes, at least, 5,000 villages, and in these
latter together I am certainly within the mark ia
saying that 500 die daily, perhaps 1,000 may be
within it. A few days ago I traversed the worat
part. Thousands upon thousarnds have perisbed
plready. Houses-are pulled down in every village
to gell the timber and thatch in order to get food,
Thoge who can get husks and dry leaves, ordinar-
ily used for fuel, are considered well off. Most of

" the poor young girls had besn sold ; old men, mid-
dle-aged, young men,aud children die daily of sheer
starvation, and others freeze, The dead cannot get
o burial ; they are too nany, and noue can afford
the expenss; so they are cast daily into large pits.”
This is & description of what happened last year.
This year even worse horrovs are reported. The
peonle at Shausi ate said to be living ou the corpses
of their fellow beings who died of starvation! And
the strong ave killing the weak for the sake of ob-
taining their flesh for food! Up to the present
time the priocipal relief has come from tho Christ-
ian missionaries Protestant and Roman Catholic,
who have distributed among the gufferers the funds
subscribed by their communities in the open ports,

AN ENEMY'S TESTIMONY.

M. Louis Blane, a French socialistic writer
and a bitter enemy of the Catholic Churoh, in
2 lecture recently delivered, speaking of the
destitute condition of thousands of sick weavers
in Lyons out of employment, said :

“When King Henry, thrée centuries ago, laid
his hands on the cloisters and abbeys of England
and pave them to his.courtiers or appropriated them
to his own use; when he confiscated into his own
treasury the revenues of the Church, which then
aggregated more than 28,000,000 francg—when he
did these things he introduced poverly, pauperism,
and starvation into his dominions, snd necessarily
g0, since after the suppresaion of the cloisters the
poor found no longer existing the presence of that
warm-hearted charity which previously had extend-
ed almg and assistance to them in their distress.”

Since the suppression of said monnsteries, the
self-alected regenerators of society, of whom M.
Louis Blaac, is a conspicuous member, have found
nothing substaatial to substitute in their stead.
Promises in abundance they give ug, but nothing
that wa can see or touch. They are what Burke
justly calls « architecta of rain,” powerful to destroy
but incapable of effecting anything productive of
good, And it is becauss they follow the advice of
such as there-that- many of the working classes of
the European couxtries are the prey of designing
demagogues snd wretched poverty. If Louis Blanc
and his followers believe the suppresslon of the
medizvnl monasteries was a crime, why, if they
are sincere, do they persiet in upholding that same
policy ag carried out in our day by the lnte‘wolf of
Savoy, or the barbarian who guides the destinies of.
the (}erman Empire? .

The Cork Ecaminer has the following
interesting article reviewing the situation :—

The Irish members have lost no time in giving
effcct to the desire expressed at the Conference for
more vigorous parliameutary action. -The Amend-
ment to the Address, moved by Mr. Mitchell Henry
on Thurgday night, forms an auvspicious open-
ing ot the campnign. The lrading grievaunces
of which the country has to complain have been
ubly agitated in the sperches of the past two nights
and with a bstter chance of commanding attention
than they wauld have on a less memorable occixion
At a time when the minds of the English members
are filled ‘with the gravest apprebensions of the
future course ot events. the cowmplaiots of Ireland
are not likely to be treated with indifference or
disdain. At such a moment the statement that
the great mass of the Irish people, if nat actually
disaffected, are serioasly disaftected with their {is-
ition, is one which cannot, and will not be disre-
garded.

A salutary change of tone i8 noticeable in the
speeches of the ministers, and most of tue Eaglish
members who have taken part in the discossion.
With the exception of Mr, Piunkett who is prone
to commit indiscretions, the speakers evinpced a
most conciliatary disposition, and were uncommonly
complimcutary in their references to the Irish people
The Chancellor of Exchequer refuses to believe
that in & time of emergency Ireland would prove
a sort of wenkness to the British Government, Mr,
Huguesson, spesking from the front Upposition
Beoch, cxpressed the ssme view, and Sir Vernon
Harcourt made a half spology for the neglect of
Irish questions.

The complainis with respect to the treatment of
the political prisoners have been received with un-
usual consideration, und the Home sécretary has
promised to institute s senrching investigation into
the case of poor McCarthy, \

All this shows how much cau be gained by time-
ly and vigorous action, and is great encouragement
to the Irish party. The portion of the royal speech
devoted to Irishaffairs is not very considerable. The
two subjects with which the Government purpose to
deal are ot undoubted interest and importance. A
liberal and eatiefactory measare of intermediate
edueation, making due provision forthe wants of
the Catbolic population, would be very welcome,
anda complete and thorough rcform of the Grand
Jury Laws would alsobe hailed with satisfaction.
Bat, uafortonately, we have renson to know that
there is = wide difference between the promiaes
of the Queens speech and the performances of the
Sesgion. In any event, whatever be the fate of the
promissd mensuros, the proposed legislation is mis-
erably inadequate. It leaves a vast number of ur-
gent guestions untouched.

The land question demands immediate attontion.
The franchise requires to be reformed. There are
half a dozen subjects bearing on the material re-
sources of the country, which ought to receive the
consideration of Parliament. Bearing in mind the
meagre contents of the paragraphs of the royal
speech in which the affairs of Ireland are dealt with
we cannot help thinking how differently Ireland
wovld fare if it had a Parliament of its own, with ne
other function than the promotion of the welfare of
be Irish people. : '

The Irish.members have taken it upon . them-
selves to bring forward measares upon several of
the subjects neglected by the Government, Mr.
McCarthy Downipg has undertaken to submit a
bill upon the land question, which will; no doubt,
be worthy of the most careful consideration, and.
Mr. Sharman Crawford will aleo desl with the
phaee of this important subject, more particularly
affecting the tenant farmers of Ulster. Beyeral
meagures in reference to the parliamentary and
_municipal franchise are announced, and a bil] will
be introduced to extend the principle of the ballot
to the election of poor law guardisang—a very ne-
cessary and usefu! reform., The reclamation of
waste lands will t:e dealt with by Mr. Jehn George
MacCartby.
