a few weeks ago the well-
known Liverpool firm of pro-
duce importers, Messrs. Charles Petrie, received a ship-
ment of frozen fish from the Canadian east coast, compris-
ing salmon, halibut, cod, codlings, haddocks, flounders and
witches. In conversation with a representative of Cold
Storage at the London offices of the firm, Mr. Haddon
Petrie said that the fish arrived in fine condition, and was
well cleared. The prices were as follows: Salmon, Steel-
heads, 6d to 7d; Silversides, 5d to 6d; halibut, 515 d to 64d;
cod, codlings, haddock, flounders, witches, 3d to 4d per

ound. These figures are well below the rates current for
fish from home waters, and if fishmongers retailed the fish
at proportionate prices, they should have had no reason to
regret their experiment in handling frozen fish.
