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Find out what’s going on at the United Nations. To help
you out, two kits have been prepared which provide
background articles, activity suggestions, resource lists and
other material to aid youth, youth leaders and teachers in
their investigations. One kit is intended primarily for
teachers of children up to 12 years old, while the other
is for use by young people themselves as well as teachers.
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Raise the Flag
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Have your own flag raising ceremony on United Nations
Day, October 24th, or if your mayor is already organizing
a ceremomy of this kind, offer your help. A flag-raising
ceremony can take place at a school, town hall, library
or university campus ~ anywhere you can find a flagpole.
The idea behind raising the United Nations flag is that
it symbolizes support and helps bring the anniversary to
the attention of other Canadians.

A limited number of full size United Nations flags are
available for these events. They come with a set of
guidelines for organizing the ceremony. So get ready to
invite family, friends, the mayor, a local rock star or anyone
you think might be interested. And don’t forget to call the
press.
