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ANNEX “B”

RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF THE
PHILIPPINES

I Unless otherwise indicated in any subsidiary arrangement, the Government of
the Republic of the Philippines shall provide or pay for

(1) an allowance toward the cost of furnished accommodation for said personnel
and their dependants equivalent to the amount which, under its appropriate policies
and regulations, the Government of the Republic of the Philippines may pay for
accommodation costs of development assistance personnel, and the amount and
method of payment of such allowance shall be determined in the relevant subsidiary

arrangement;

(2) furnished premises and office services in compliance with the standards of the
Government of the Republic of the Philippines, including adequate facilities and
materials, support staff, professional and technical material, telephone, mail and any
other services which the Canadian personnel would need in order to carry out their
duties;

(3) the recruiting and seconding of counterparts when required for the projects;

(4) the travel expenses of the Canadian personnel and of their dependants between

(a) the port of entry and the place of residence of the Canadian personnel in
the Philippines at the beginning of their assignment; and

(b) the place of residence and the point of departure;

(5) the cost of transportation of

(a) the personal effects and household equipment of the Canadian personnel
and those of their dependants; and

(b) the professional and technical material required by the Canadian personnel
in the execution of their duties in the Philippines

between

(¢) the port of entry and the place of residence of the Canadian personnel in
the Philippines at the beginning of their assignment; and
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
