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3) To report to the respective Governments on such discussions iîorder that consideration may be given to measures deeme,appropriate and necessary to improve defence co-operation;C. That the Committee shall meet once a year or more often as may b,considered necessary by the two Governments;
D. That the Committee shall meet alternately in Washington, D.C., an<Ottawa, the chairman to be a Canadian member when the meeting;are held in Canada, and a United States member when meetings arEheld in the United States.

My Government believes that this further development in the essentia.collaboration of our two Governmnents in continental defence wifl assist in th(maintenance and development of the individual and collective capacity of thEtwo countries to fulfil their obligations under the Charter of the United NatioD5and the North Atlantic Treaty for the maintenance of international peace andsecurity.
If the Government of the United States concurs in the foregoing proposals,I propose that this Note and your reply should constitute an agreement betweenour two Governments effective from the date of your reply to remain in focuntil such time as either Government shail have given notice in writing of i41desire to terminate the agreement.
