ARTICLE IV

The Contracting Parties agree to enact and enforce such legislation
nay ;e-necessary to make effective the provisions of this Convention and a
regulation adopted thereunder, with appropriate penalties for violatic
thereof.

ARTICLE V

1. This Convention shall be ratified and the instruments of ratificati
exchanged at Washington as soon as possible.

2. This Convention shall enter into force on the date of exchange
-ratifijations and shall remain in force for a period of five years and theI
after until two years froin the date on which either Contracting Party sh
have given notice to the other of its desire to terminate it.

3 This Convention shall, from the date of the exchange of ratificatioJ
replace and terminate the Convention for the preservation of the hali
fishery signed at Ottawa, January 29, 1937.
