Mr. Chuvahin was born in 1903. He is a graduate
of the Moscow Institute of Oriental Studles. He has held
varioﬁs'posts in the Ministry for Foreign Affairs of the
U.S.S.R. From 1938 to 1942 he was a member of the Diplo-
matic staff of the Soviet Embassy in Washington. 1In 1945
he was appointed Counsellor of the Soviet Embassy in
Yugoslavia, and was later appointed Minister of the U.S.S.R.
in Albania, where he remained until 1952,
