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PRAYERS

Mr. Sharp, a Member of the Queen's Privy Council, laid
upon the Table,-Copies of a Report, dated December 1975,
by the Chief Electoral Off icer of Canada entitled: "An
Examination of Possible Ways of Reducing the Election
Period". (English and French).-Sessional Paper No.
301-1/5.

Mr. Allmand, a Member of the Queen's Privy Council,
laid upon the Table,--Copies of Report of the Study Group
on Dissociation, dated December 24, 1975. (James A. Van-
tour, Esquire-Chairman). (English and French).-Ses-
sional Paper No. 301-4/77.

By department, what was the increase in the number of
senior officers (a) SXl (b) SX2 (c) SX3 (d) SX4 for each
year 1969 to 1974, or in the case of new departments,
commissions, agencies, etc. f rom their inception to 1974?-
Sessional Paper No. 301-2/3,796.

Mr. Biais, Parliamentary Secretary to the President of
the Privy Council, presented,-Return to the foregoing
Order.

Bill C-58, An Act to amend the Income Tax Act, as
reported (without amendment) f rom the Standing Com-
mittee on Broadcasting, Films and Assistance to the Arts,
was again considered at the report stage.

Whereupon, the House resumed debate on the motion of
Mr. Cafik, seconded by Mr. Martin,-That Bill C-58, An
Act to amend the Income Tax Act, be amended in Clause 1
by adding immediately after line 14, at page 1, the
following:

"(2) Notwrthstanding the provisions of this Act or Regulations, a periodical
shall be deemned to be a Canadian issue of a Canadian periodical if 75% of its
Directors and ownership are Canadian and its editing and publication fune-
tions are controlled and conductcd in Canada and nlot more than 40% of its
contenta, excluding advertisemnents, were first published in a single periodical
outarde of Canada.

(3) Periodicals which were deemned flot to be an issue of a non-Canadian
perrodical prior to thre corng rnto force of this Act shall continue to b,.
deemned to be a Canadian issue of a Canadran periodîcal for a period of two
years fohlowrng the comaing into force of this Act provided notice of intention to
publish in complrance with tis Act has been frled wîth tire Mînister within
une month of tire corng into force of tis Art."

And on the motion of Mrs. Hoît, seconded by Mr. Roy
(Timmins), in amendment thereto,-That motion num-
bered 4 be amended by striking out all the words in
Subclause (2) af ter the words "conducted in Canada".
