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the subject of attention at the International
Labour Conference. The obligations assumed
by Canada in connection with these matters
under the Treaty of Versailles were consid-
ered at the conference, and a resolution was
adopted expressing the view that the authori-
ties deemed to be respectively competent to
deal with the matters in question should give
careful and sympathetic attention to the pro-
posais emanating from the international la-
bour body with n view to enacting necessary
legisiation where this may be found prac-
ticable. The resolution also provided that
the federal government, on request fromn a
majority of the provincial governiments,
wvould summon a special conference for the
consideration of International Labour Con-
ference matters; when this may be deemed
necessary. In conformity with this last-mnen-
tioned resolution a letter wvas addressed by
the Prime Minister of Canada te the .several
provincial premiers on December 22, last, pro-
posing that a federal-provincial conference
should assemble in Ottawa in the near future
to deal with mnatters arising out of thc rela-
tions between the Dominion of Canada and
i he international labour bod 'v and inqîîiring
if the provincial governiments desired that a
conference for this purpose should be held.

2. Thc replies of five provinces were faveuir-
able to the proposed conference, those of two
other provinces wcrc not tînfavourable but in-
i imated that these provinces had limiteri ini-
terest in the subject mnatter. In one case the
rep]y wvas indefinite, and iii another case the
repîx' oft he provincial government bas net
yet comne te band.

3. Th(, suigesî ion xvas nmade in the letter of
the federal Prime Minister that the confer-
ence should be hield in the end of February
or earl 'v in 1\arch. The replies indicated that
a meeting in Ottawa it this time would be
icconvenient for several of the provincial
governuments on accounit cf their respective
legislattires heing in sesion . After considera-
tien of tbe replies received, it was decided
by the Dominion govcrnment thlat it Wouild
ho in accord withi the desire of most of the
provinces that tbe conference should be held,
but tbat the question of the date should be
taken up with the provinces in the ýýpring
looking- to a meeting in the ear]y part of
next summer.
