At a general quarterly meeting of tise municipal
soundcil of the county of Temiscouata held et the
court bouse at l'Isle-Verte on Wednesday the eleventh
day of Mari-h nineteen hundred and twenty-five nt
ten o'clock in the forenoon and held in accordance
with the provisions of the Municipal Code of thse
province of Quebec, and at which meeting there was
a quorum, thse follosing resolution wss carried:

Moved by Mr. Alphée Besulieu seconded by Mr.
J. A. Beaulieu:

"Whereas the county of Temiscouata is one of the
largest and most thickly populsted rural couisties is
the province of Quebec;

"Whcreas thse couni v of Temiscousta suffered Iseavily
in tIse forest tires of 1923 which rnused. property loss
and damages estirnated at t.Iree million dollars;,

"Wheree.s thse crops hsrvested by the farmers of
tIse county of Temiscouafa ia 1920, 1921, 1922 and
1923 were very poor and that trade was seriously
affected thereby;

" Whereas, on this account, the farmers of the
county of Temiscouata were coinpolled to incur Iseavy
indebtediness during many years in order to live, pur-
chase seed grains sud svinter their stock;

" Whereas, thse couaty of Temiscousua faces a .pec.uliar
and crntial situation and urgently requires assistance
from the Dominion government in order to protect
the farmmarnsd to en.sure of their living happily on
native soul rather thon ýmigrating to, the United States;

"Whereas. in 1923 thse Dominion goveromnent gave
monetary aid amounting to $100.000 to thse earthquake
sufferers of Japon;

In the first place I should like te say some-
thing about the most urgent needs of my con-
stituency. It is very important that we should
have repairs made te the public buildings, al
of whicb should be inspected by! the officers
of the department concerned, bc-cause a stitch
in time saves nine. We need daily mail ser-
vice evervwbere. I wish to express my grati-
tilde to the Postmaster General for the im-
provements ho bas made in this direction, but
there is stili sometbing to be donc in the
southern part of the county, and I am sure
he wilI -ive bis attention to the matter. We
need also a new station at Rivière du Loup.
The present one is very old and too small
for the traffie. We require a bigger station
because Rivière du Loup is the terminus of
the Temiscouata railway whicb connects tbe
Intercolonial witb the Transcontinental raýil-
way, Newv Brunswick and the state of Maine.
We also require a new post office and customs
office at Trois Pistoles and a customs office
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at Cabane. There is no proper post office
at Trois Pistoles. The post office is in a smal
building, and a new post office sbould be
built at tbat place. There should be some
dredg-ing done in my constituency at Rivière
du Lour and Isle Verte. The wharves should
be repaired, and tbere sbould be a telephone
between Notre Dame de l'Isle Verte and
Cacouna, because ýtbere is a poýwerful ligbt-
bouse on Notre Dame de l'Isle Verte and
there is no connection between the lighthouse
and tbe mainland. Tbese are some of the
needs of mv constituencv; I will insist upon
them, and I hope tbat the government will
gîive uis a favourable answer to ail our
dem ands.

Witb regard to, the tariff, we bave listened
to some very interesting speeches on botb
sides of tbe flouse, but experiments sbould be
made in norma] times onlv. Tbe Act.ing Min-
ister of Finance (Mr, Robb) deserves great
credit for rnaking the speech that sbould be
made under the circumstances. He under-
stands ýtbat, with tbe debt as big as it is, it
is very dangerous to niake a chanLe witbout
fulil consideration and witbout being sulre of
wbat wvill happen after a change in the tariff
is made. The Acting Minister of Finance
spoke as a bank manager and gave a clear
and truc startement of the financial standing
of Canada. Could there be a standard tariff?
I do net think se. The struggle between free
traders and protectionists is a struggle bc-
tween the Little-endians and the Bigý-endians-.
One does flot remember that the gevern-
ment ever promised te establisb free trade
in this country; but tbe government promised
te redlace ýtaxes, and aCed accordinigly.
It is impossible to reduce aIl taxes at the saine
time, but there is a, good start made in that
direction. Free trade had been established by
Eogland when she was mistres-s of the seas and
when she had a big fleet te carry products to
and from the British ise.This is the reason
wt'lY free traide was e,tablizhed in Enlgland.
But, on the contrary, when, after the war the
United States had a surplus of production, it
was impossible for them. te, seliî those produets
outside of the country, and they established
p~rotection in order te sel] tbem at home. The
conditions in. both countries were absolutely
diFerent. For example it is not reasonable to
eay that we should e;stablýish such a tariff,
that we should lower the tariff or i-aise the
tariff, simpiy because a certain tariff exists in
another country. What suits one country migbt
not be good for another one. The United
States a.re favoured by tropical climates, semi-
tropical climates and temperate climates; the
United States are in a position te provide for
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
