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not included in the list given by the minister.
I understood him to say more were being
considered. 1 wish the parliamentary secre-
tary would flot become sa annoyed about my
statement.

There is stili another problemn in the area,
and it concerns the plight of the smaiier
private operators who have suffered severely.
A week ago today I made a suggestion ta
the minister regarding assistance in the re-
construction of water access facilities on be-
hall of certain of these people. It is necessary
to keep these people in business, not oniy in
their own interests but also in the interests
of the highly concentrated tourist business
in the Georgian bay area. I hope the minister
has recovered from the surprise I gave him
last week without notice of this proposai, and
I hope the cabinet is giving some considera-
tion not only to providing additionai public
facilities but ta assisting private businesses.

CRIMINAL CODE

AMENDMENT TO MAKE WIItE TAPPING
CRIMINAL OFFENCE

MR. CAOUETTE-PAYMENT 0F TELEPHONE
BILLS 0F MEMBERS

Speaker, I rise on a question of privilege
concerning ail hon. members and which, I
believe, has been drawn ta the attention of
everyone.

I refer ta a piece of legisiation passed in
August last year, namely Bill No. C-91 which
provides in section 4:

The purpose of this amendment is ta provide
that each member of the Senate and House of

Commoens will be allowed such actual moving or
transportation and travelling expenses between
his place of residence and Ottawa and such actual
telecommunication expenses while in Ottawa as
the respective houses may prescribe for their
members.

Here is my question of priviiege. For somne
time naw we have been receiving calîs from
the Bell Telephone Company asking us ta
pay certain bills. Now, according to the act
which was passed and which is retroactive
ta April 8, 1963, the internai administration
of the House of Commons should have paid
for those telephone calis and thase telecom-
municatian charges from aur ridings.

I want ta raise this matter sa that we
know where we stand in the future.

Mr. Speaker: The question raised by the

hon. member is a very important one, and
has been under consideration and discussion
for some time. However, if I understand the
act carrectly it authorizes or instructs, if I
may put it that way, the internal economy
cammissioners ta determine the time, place
and conditions of any payments which may
or may not be made. Up ta the present time
the commissioners have not decided that long
distance telephane calîs should be paid for,
and untîl that decision has been reached by
the cammissioners Lt is not legal for the
government ta pay such accounts. Con-
sequently the accounts remain the personai
debt and charge of the individual member
concerned for which the gavernment is not
responsible.

Now, I do nat say that the question should
not be studied carefully again. It la under
constant study, but untîl a decision has been
reached the legal position is that members
are responsible for their own long distance
telephone calîs.
